Constitution of The Quarter-Scale Tractor Design Team (QST) at The Ohio State University
Article l - Name, Purpose, and Non-Discrimination Policy of the Organization.
Section 1:  Name: The Ohio State University Quarter Scale Tractor Student Design Team (QST)
Section 2:  Purpose: Through involvement in the Quarter Scale Tractor Team, students gain practical experience in the design of drive train systems, tractor performance, manufacturing processes, analysis of tractive forces, weight transfer and strength of materials. In addition, they also develop skills in communication, leadership, teamwork, fundraising and test & development.  This will be accomplished through designing, developing, building, and testing a quarter scale tractor to compete at the International Quarter Scale Tractor Student Design Competition hosted by the American Society of Agricultural and Biological Engineers.
Section 3:  Non-Discrimination Policy: This organization does not discriminate on the basis of age, ancestry, color, disability, gender identity or expression, genetic information, HIV/AIDS status, military status, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, protected veteran status, or any other bases under the law, in its activities, programs, admission, and employment.
Article II - Membership.
Section 1:  Membership is open to any student enrolled at The Ohio State University.  Each member is to be a member of both the Ohio State Student branch of ASABE and national ASABE and must keep their membership current by paying dues.
Section 2:  All members and elected or appointed leaders are expected to maintain high ethics and standards at all times.  Any actions deemed unethical or in bad reflection of this organization by a member or officer shall be removed from office and put on a probationary period by the organization.  If further actions are needed, the advisor and officer team will hold a private discussion among the officer team, and then discuss actions with accused member.  If the officer team and advisor believe the member should be removed from the organization, they hold all rights and actions to remove them from membership.
Article III - Organization Leadership: Titles, terms of office.
Section 1:  Officer Elections shall happen at the end of the design contest with the positions of Captain (President), Vice-Captain (Vice President), Treasurer, Webmaster.

Section 2:  Elections shall take place the week after competition or after the awards banquet at competition.  The election can take place in two forms either a written ballet collected by the past Captain or an email vote collected by the past Captain.  
Section 3:  To be any of the for mentioned offices, the individual must have been a member of QST for a period of one calendar year and went to National Competition at least once.

Section 4:  The X-team Captain shall be elected by the overall officer team after the first meeting of the school year in the fall.  The overall officers hold the right to withhold power from X-team captain.  The overall officers also hold the right to determine if an X-team will participate each year.
Section 5:  All positions are for a term of one year and may be reelected into that position again the following year.
Section 6:  In any terms of an empty office during the year of service the position can be filled by the next highest office.  If that person does not fill the position a new officer can be elected at the next general meeting of design team.

Section 7:  The Captain duties are but limited to the daily operations of QST.  This includes, but is not limited to, the preparation of meeting agendas, major design decisions, connection between National ASABE and QST, and any tasks leading the organization.

Section 8:  The Vice Captain duties are to preside over the meetings when the Captain is absent and help maintain and operate the shop during weekly meetings.

Section 9:  The Treasurer duties is to keep track of all funds throughout the years.
Section 10:  The Webmaster duties are to update FABE website and maintain social media accounts such as Twitter, Facebook, Instagram, and YouTube.

Section 11:  The team’s advisor must be members of University faculty or Administrative and Professional staff.  In addition, advisor also must be from the Department of Food, Agricultural, and Biological Engineering or have an engineering background.  The advisor must be able to go to competition in Peoria, Illinois.
Article IV – Meetings of the Organization: Required meetings and their frequency.
Section 1:  Meetings are to take place every week during the school year.  Generally, the meetings will take place every Tuesday and Thursday of the semester with exception to finals week.  Times of the meetings are to be determined by the officers.
Article V – Method of Amending Constitution: Proposals, notice, and voting requirements.
Section 1:  Proposal, Deliberation, and Voting: Amendments to the Constitution must be submitted, in writing, to the Captain forty-eight (48) hours prior to the next scheduled meeting. Proposals will be voted upon at the next scheduled meeting preceding the declaration of the proposed amendment to the general assembly. All voting will take place in accordance with Roberts Rules of Order. A two-thirds vote is necessary for a constitutional amendment to be accepted.

Article VI – Method of Dissolution of Organization
Section 1:  If for some reason the organization has a need to dissolute, all organization property and cash shall go back to ASABE Ohio State student branch, our parent organization.
