Article 1  - Name, Purpose, and Non-Discrimination Policy of the Organization.
Section 1: Name: The Organization of Art School Students Union 

Section 2: Purpose: The Organization of Art School Students Union gives undergraduate art students a voice and a way to establish a strong interaction with the faculty, staff, and graduate students in the art programs at The Ohio State University. Our objective is to encourage students to interact at all levels within the art department. It is imperative to build strong relationships between the different artistic disciplines in order to create and foster a sense of solidarity. Join our group to become involved in the art community and make a difference.

Section 3: Non-discriminatory policy: This organization and its members shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for reasons of age, color, disability, gender identity or expression, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, or veteran status.  

Article 2  - Membership: Qualifications and categories of membership.
Members eligible to vote are limited to currently enrolled undergraduate students of the Ohio State University. Other people such as faculty, graduate students and community members are welcomed to participate as non-voting members. 

Article 3-OrgLeadership: Titles, terms of office, type of selection, & duties of the leaders.
Section 1: Titles: The required officer positions include a president and treasurer. 

Section 2: Terms of office: Presidential term is one year or until president graduates, whichever happens first. The president may nominate a treasurer to hold office for one year. If president gains second term, he/she may choose to work with same treasurer or nominate a new treasurer. 

Section 3: Type of selection: The president will be elected by a majority of voting members. It is the responsibility of the current president to organize an election at the end of their term. If the retiring president does not arrange the election, or if less than ¼ of the group votes, the president will be appointed by the current advisor. It is the responsibility of the president, upon their election, to nominate a treasurer.

Section 4: Duties of the leaders: The president is responsible for holding and leading meetings, organizing and coordinating events, making sure that the group is working toward their purpose, and all other aspects of leadership. The treasurer is responsible for planning a budget, managing bank account and source balances, finding sponsors in the community and anything else pertaining to the group’s finances.

Article 4 – Meetings of the Organization: Required meetings and their frequency.
Advisers of student organizations must be full-time members of the University faculty or Administrative & Professional staff. Advisers are responsible for nominating a president if needed, working with the president to fill group’s goals, and recommending visiting artists.
Article 5 – Meetings of the Organization: Required meetings and their frequency.
Two general meetings are required each academic term, except for summer. 

Article 6 - Method of Amending Constitution: Proposals, notice, & voting requirements.
Proposed amendments should be in writing, should not be acted upon but read in the general meeting in which they are proposed, should be read again at a specified number of subsequent general meetings and the general meeting in which the votes will be taken, and should either require a two-third or three-quarter majority of voting members (a quorum being present) or a majority or two-thirds of the entire voting membership of the organization, present or not. The constitution should not be amended easily or frequently.

Article 7 – Method of Dissolution of Organization

Follow Ohio Union and student activity organization procedures for dissolution. Should any organization assets and debt exist, assets should be distributed to group members or donated to community. Debt should be relieved through fund raising by group members.
