Constitution 
Article l - Name, Purpose, and Non-Discrimination Policy of the Organization. 
Section 1: Name: Students' MS Society
Section 2 - Purpose: The mission of the Students’ MS Society is to build awareness, interest, and understanding concerning MS and to provide mutual support to The Ohio State University community of students, families, and friends whose lives have been impacted by this disease through camaraderie, information, advocacy, and improved
campus access to the resources of the local, regional and national MS
societies.
Section 3 - Non-Discrimination Policy:: This organization (Students’ MS Society) and its members shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for reasons of age, color, disability, gender identity or expression, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, or veteran status. 
Article II - Membership: Qualifications and categories of membership. 
Voting membership should be defined as limited to currently enrolled Ohio State students. Others such as faculty, alumni, professionals, etc. are encouraged to become members but as non-voting associate or honorary members. [For educational and leadership development reasons, student organizations are to be student initiated, student lead, and student run.] 

Article III - Organization Leadership: Titles, terms of office, type of selection, and duties of the leaders
Primary Leader- President: responsible for organizing the meetings and advertising

Secondary Leader-, responsible for maintaining the budget and helping with advertising

Treasurer: responsible for keeping a roster of members 

Article VI – Adviser(s) or Advisory Board: Qualification Criteria. 
Dr. Michael Racke is a Neurologist who is well educated about Multiple Sclerosis. Dr. Racke is not required to attend all meetings (but is welcome to!). Dr. Racke will be expected to answer questions (if arise) in the meeting through the President Marietta Gunn.

Article VII – Meetings of the Organization: Required meetings and their frequency. 
Students’ MS Society, will meet every second Tuesday of the month. 

Article VIII – Method of Amending Constitution: Proposals, notice, and voting requirements.
 Proposed amendments should be in writing, should not be acted upon but read in the general meeting in which they are proposed, should be read again at a specified number of subsequent general meetings and the general meeting in which the votes will be taken, and should either require a two-third or three-quarter majority of voting members (a quorum being present) or a majority or two-thirds of the entire voting membership of the organization, present or not. The constitution should not be amended easily or frequently. 

Article IX – Method of Dissolution of Organization 
If debts arise within Students’ MS Society, fundraising and other actions will be taken to take care of this debt.

If not more than 5 members do not attend the meetings for 6 meetings in a row then the Ohio Union holds the right to close Students’ MS Society.
By-Laws 
By-laws contain the standing (permanent) rules of procedure of an organization. Items in the by-laws may be covered in appropriate detail in the constitution of very small organizations. However, most groups keep the two separate because by-laws usually contain more detail and are subject to change more than that of the constitution and, therefore, may require different procedures for amending. 

Provision for amendment of the by-laws should be somewhat easier than that of the constitution as rules of procedure should adapt to changing conditions of the student organization. When amending the by-laws, as with the constitution, previous notice of any changes are usually required to be given to the membership and should not be changed in the same meeting in which proposed. 

By-laws are more permanent, however, than passing a general motion, which may require only a simple majority vote of voters present at a general meeting of the membership (a quorum being present). By-laws cannot run contrary to the constitution. 

Article 1 – Parliamentary Authority 

Robert’s Rule of Order to govern their organization’s decision 
“The rules contained in [specify the source for parliamentary practice] shall govern the organization in all cases to which they are applicable, and in which they are not inconsistent with the by-laws of this organization.” 

Article II- Membership 
To become a member, one needs to attend at least 2 meetings.
Article III- Election / Appointment of Government Leadership 
Elections will be self nominated for the three positions ( President, Vice-President and Treasurer)  then a general vote with all members.  The current President will tally the votes.

Article VI - Adviser/Advisory Board Responsibilities 
Dr. Michael Racke is expected to give guidance and support to Students’ MS Society. He must be available to answer questions through email or in person. He is not required to attend every meeting

Article VII - Meeting Requirements 
Quorum will be set at 7 attended members. 
Article VIII - Method of Amending By-Laws 
By-laws may be amended by proposing in writing and reading the change at a general meeting of the membership and then bring the proposed change up for a vote at the next general meeting with a 2/3 majority vote of the membership present (a quorum being present). 
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
