CONSTITUTION OF The High Energy Physics Club

[ADOPTED September 29, 2009]

Article 1: Name, Purpose, and Non-Discrimination Policy

Section 1: The name of this organization shall be “The High Energy Physics Club.”


Section 2: The purpose of this organization shall be to expose students to research and current topics in high energy physics and facilitate opportunities in high energy physics for students

Section 3: This organization and its members shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for reasons of age, color, disability, gender identity or expression, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, or veteran status.

Article 2: Affiliations

The High Energy Physics Club currently has no affiliations to larger umbrella organizations, but may consider affiliations if brought to the attention of the club officers

Article 3: Membership

Section 1: Any student currently enrolled at The Ohio State University is eligible for membership. Student members may vote and run for office.


Section 2: Non-students may act as “associate members,” but MAY NOT vote or hold office. Faculty, alumni, professionals, and other non-students are eligible to become associate members.

Section 3: Member responsibilities may include volunteering for fund raising and community outreach events.

Section 4: Each member shall sign a liability waiver before participating in any volunteer activities.

Section 5: There shall be no dues for this organization.

Article 4: Organization Leadership

Section 1: The High Energy Physics Club shall be governed by four student officers: President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary. The President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary will collectively be known as the “Executive Board.”

Section 2: The Executive Board may also create new leadership positions and committees to meet the needs of the organization.

Section 3: Officers will be elected by written ballot. Candidates will present their ideas for the organization in a public meeting open to all members. All student members present at the forum may vote. Ballots will be counted by the current officers. A majority of the total votes submitted will constitute a victory. Annual elections will take place during Spring Quarter.

Section 4: Officers will assume office for the period of one year, and may be re-elected. There shall be no limit on the number of times an officer may be re-elected, except that he/she must remain enrolled as a student at The Ohio State University in order to be an officer.

Section 5: In accordance with the rules of the Office of Student Affairs, all officers must be enrolled for at least three quarters or semester equivalent within the current academic year, meet minimum GPA requirements as determined by the Office of Student Affairs, and not be on academic of disciplinary probation or suspension.

Section 6: The President of the organization shall:

· Preside over all meetings

· Serve as the organization’s official representative to the University and the public

· Plan and coordinate all events sponsored by the organization (with the help of the Executive Board)

· Maintain communication with members, officers, and the advisor.

Section 7: The Vice President of the organization shall:

· Assume the duties of the President in his/her absence

· Assist in planning events and meetings

· Perform other tasks at the request of the President

Section 8: The Treasurer of the organization shall:

· Maintain accurate financial records of the organization

· Request funding from the University, when necessary

· Ensure that all funds raised by the student organization are delivered to The High Energy Physics Club.

Section 9: The Secretary of the organization shall:

· Record minutes of meetings

· Send informational e-mails to members as needed

· Assist the President with organizational tasks as needed

Section 10: Officers are subject to recall for wrongdoing in office. Recall procedures include a discussion and majority vote of the executive board members to remove an officer. The Faculty Advisor must also approve the removal of an officer.

Article 5: Advisor(s)

Section 1: There shall be at least one faculty or staff advisor to the organization. An advisor must be a full-time member of the Ohio State University faculty or Administrative and Professional staff.


Section 2: Advisor selection shall take place during Spring Quarter of each year. Advisors shall be nominated by the Executive Board and approved by the club advisor.

Section 4: A 2/3 majority vote is necessary for removal of an advisor or reassignment of a new advisor by the club leadership.  An advisor may resign, and a 2/3 majority is necessary to name a successor.

Article 6: Meetings

Section 1: “General Body meetings” will include all members and officers. General Body meetings will be held weekly at a time decided upon by a majority vote of the members..

Article 7: Method of Amending Constitution

Section 1: This constitution may be amended by a vote of 2/3 majority of the members present at any General Body meeting, in compliance with Article 7 Section 2.


Section 2: Provision of advance notice of amendment must be posted in notification by email, and announced at the General Body meeting previous to the meeting in which the vote occurs.

Article 8: Method of Dissolution of Organization

Section 1: In the event that The High Energy Physics Club ceases to be an active student organization, all remaining operating and programming funds from The Ohio State University shall be returned to the university. All money raised by the student organization shall be used to support High Energy Physics coursework at The Ohio State University.
