Arawak Student Housing Cooperative

Preamble: Arawak Student Housing Cooperative is established to promote a pleasant living environment through self-ownership and operation of living quarters at an efficient cost. Arawak Student Housing Cooperative operation is guided by these cooperative principles. Membership is open to all, without discrimination based on race, color, national origin, religion, sex, physical or mental disability, medical condition (cancer-related or genetic characteristics), ancestry, marital status, age, gender, gender-identity, sexual orientation, or citizenship.

· Democratic decision making, one-person, one vote, and no proxy voting.

· Limited interest, if any, on capital placed with the houses.

· Savings placed for the further development of the houses.

· Constant education of members in co-op principles and methods.

· Cooperation with other cooperatives.

ARTICLE ONE

Section 1:  Name: 

This organization shall be known as Arawak Student Housing Cooperative, named after the first peoples encountered by Christopher Columbus. 

Section 2:  Purpose:

The purpose of this organization shall be to create a close bond of fellowship and to provide living facilities at a moderate cost.

ARTICLE TWO

Section 1: Open Membership:

 The membership shall be open to all people without discrimination based on race, color, national origin, religion, sex, physical or mental disability, medical condition (cancer-related or genetic characteristics), ancestry, marital status, age, gender, gender-identity, sexual orientation, or citizenship.

Section 2: Membership:

Membership shall consist of resident members who have qualified under the provisions set forth in the By-laws.

ARTICLE THREE

Section 1: Exploration

The organization is currently in its exploratory phase.  Until the exploratory phase has been ended by a 2/3 vote of the leadership registered with the Ohio Union, no further Constitutional changes can be made.

Section 2: End of Exploration

Following a successful vote to end exploration, a new constitution must be put in place, approved through a 2/3 vote by all members present.
