Article 1: Name, Purpose and Non-Discrimination Policy of the Organization

Section 1:  Inter-Professional Students Service Organization

Section 2: The Inter-Professional Students Service Organization is a forum for professional students to foster a collaborative relationship of service with one another, which will continue into the future.  We aim to connect the professional communities with the community at large through service and fundraising projects.
Section 3: This organization and its members shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for reasons of age, color, disability, gender identity or expression, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, or veteran status. 

Article II: Membership
Any person who is interested in supporting local Columbus service organizations is invited to become a member of Professional Students Service Organization. Voting membership is limited to students who are currently enrolled at professional school at The Ohio State University. Faculty, alumni, professionals and other interested parties are encouraged to become members but as non-voting members. 

Article III: Organization Leadership
Each organizational leader shall be appointed to a one-year term from the ranks of the organization’s voting membership.  They will be appointed during an election held by the general membership each year in the fall. 

President
· be present at and conduct all group meetings

· facilitate the organization and follow-through of fundraising and volunteer activities 

· attend required SOURCE training

Vice President

· work with the president on above

· lead any meetings the President cannot attend

Secretary

· be present at all meetings

· take minutes and email out to members

· reserve rooms for meetings

· submit necessary forms and/or paperwork required for meetings, events, or volunteer activities

· write entries for the alumni newsletters

Treasurer

· be present at all meetings

· keeping track of all funds and fundraising 

· set up a bank account

· head a fundraising committee 

· write proposals for SOURCE funding and for any available grants

· attend treasurer SOURCE training

Officers
· Officers should be present at all meetings and serve as liaisons to each of their prospective schools, which include the following:

· Medical School

· Dental School

· Law School

· Veterinary School

· Optometry School

· Pharmacy School 

· They should provide the students in each of their prospective schools information on upcoming events, builds, fundraisers

Article IV: Executive Committee
The executive committee represents with general membership and conducts business of the organization between general meetings of the membership and reports its actions at the general meetings of the membership. The Executive Committee is comprised of the organization leaders. 

Article V - Standing Committees: 
· Inter-Professional Students Habitat for Humanity Committee:

· This committee is made up of any interested group members.  It’s purpose is to carry out the group’s goal to serve the community through organizing both builds on Habitat for Humanity homes as well as fundraising events that will benefit Habitat for Humanity homes.
Article VI: Advisor
The advisor must be a full-time member of the Ohio State University faculty or Administrative & Professional staff.  The advisor is expected to be available to the membership especially the Executive Committee for direction and for help with projects as needed. 

Article VII: Meetings of the Organization
One general meeting of the membership is required each academic term, but meetings will be held monthly if possible. 

Article VIII: Method of Amending the Constitution
Proposed amendments should be in writing, should not be acted upon but read in the general meeting in which they are proposed, should be read again at the subsequent general meeting in which the votes will be taken, and requires a two-third majority of voting members present at said meeting. 

Article IV: Method of Dissolution of Organization
Dissolution of the Inter-Professional Students Service Organization requires two-thirds of the voting membership. Should any organization assets exist at time of dissolution funds should be donated to Habitat for Humanity of Greater Columbus. Should any organization debt exist, said debt should be tended in an agreed upon time frame to re-pay the debt to in-debted.
