
Club Constitution

Article I: Name and Purpose

1. This organization shall be named I.F.
2. The objectives and purposes of I.F. are to: 

· Get students involved and meet more students

· Provide students opportunities to participate in the business

· Provide the members the opportunities to learn more skills and knowledge from others’ experiences

· Be inspired by intelligent ideas, make more friends and have more fun

3. I.F. shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for sex, race, age, national origin, sexual orientation, religion, color, veteran status, and/or disability

4. The rules in Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern the organization in all cases to which they are applicable.

Article II: Membership

1. Membership shall be open to any student enrolled at The Ohio State University. No person shall be a member of the organization unless a student of The Ohio State University. 

All persons holding membership in I.F. on September 23, 2010 and all persons thereafter meeting the qualifications for membership and paying dues established by the bylaws shall be members of the organization. 

2. Rights and Responsibilities of Members: 

· Members shall have the rights to vote and to hold elective office or appointive position;

· Members shall be eligible to participate in any and all intramurals events sponsored by I.F.
· Members shall be eligible to receive publications of I.F.
3. Membership Year: 

     Membership Year shall be September 23, 2010 through September 22, 2011.

4. Membership Dues: 

      The annual dues for I.F. shall be established annually. 
Article III: Organization Leadership
1. The following officers will be elected by the membership at the first meeting of the academic year by a clear majority of those in attendance: 

· President

· Vice- President

· Secretary

· Treasurer

2. The term of office will be one full academic year, ending on June 30 each year. All officers shall comprise the Executive Committee of the organization. The Executive Committee shall meet in addition to regular organization meetings. The Executive Committee shall appoint such committees that are needed to carry out organization goals. 
3. Election of officers will require a majority vote from the general membership. If a candidate fails to receive a majority of votes, a run-off election will be held with two candidates that received the most votes. Members interested in becoming an officer must meet academic requirements as established by the Office of Student Life of The Ohio State University. 

4. An officer may be removed from his/her position due to negligence of duty, inefficiency in office or any other action which is considered detrimental to the name or purpose of the I. F.. An officer may be removed from office a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the active membership, present and voting, at a meeting of the organization. 

Article IV: Executive Committee

1. Officers of I. F. at Ohio State University will also serve the club as the Executive Committee. The Chairs of any standing or ad hoc committee formed by I. F. will also service as members of the Executive Committee. 

2. Officer Duties: 

President

· Preside over all meetings; 

· Represent organization on campus; 

· Ensure the I. F. of Ohio State University is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by the Office of Student Life; 

· Maintain communication with organization advisor. 

Vice-President

· Preside over meetings in the absence of the President; 

· Schedule meetings/ events with appropriate University offices; 

· Coordinate organization promotion and publicity events. 

Secretary

· Maintain an accurate record of all organization meetings and post for members; 

· Maintain membership directory listing; 

· Correspond, when necessary, with University administration and other recognized organizations. 

Treasurer

· Work with the Office of Student Life to maintain accurate record of organization transactions; 
· Work with Program Coordinator to develop organization budget and present to membership for three-fourths (3/4) vote; 

· Collect events fees, when required. 

Article V: Standing Committees

1. Standing committees shall be set based on the plans for programs and events of I. F.. With no set Standing Committees established by this document, the Executive Committee and the Advisor shall have authority to name and create committees as determined by the needs of the organization. 

2. Standing committees shall be formed by the Executive Committee and the Advisor based on the needs of I. F.. 

3. The composition of all ad hoc committees shall be formed by the Executive Committee and the Advisor as is required to accomplish a specific task. 

Article VI: Advisor Qualifications

1. The Program Coordinator for Athletics, Physical Education, and Recreation will serve as the advisor to I. F.. 

2. The advisor’s role is not to run the organization, but to give advice to members and officers and to facilitate the students in their efforts to accomplish the goals of I. F.. Detailed duties shall include, but not necessarily be limited to: 

· Maintain communication and meet with officers regularly; 

· Attend training session in the Office of Student Life reviewing the policies and procedures as required for all student organizations; 

· Ensure that the student organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by the Office of Student Life of The Ohio State University. 

Article VII: Meetings of I. F.
1. I. F. will hold a regular meeting at the start of each quarter- autumn, winter, and spring- for the purpose of determining the sports which will be offered based on the interest of the participating students. Attendance at the quarterly meeting is expected. A quorum shall consist of a simple majority of the membership plus one officer. Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern all meetings.

2. Quarterly meeting will be advertised by the Athletic Department through all available means of promotion. 

3. The Program Coordinator, serving as the Advisor of I. F., may call a meeting at any point throughout the current quarter, if needed. 

Article VIII: Amending the Constitution

1. I. F. members may propose an amendment to the constitution by written proposal delivered to the Advisor. The proposed amendment will be read to the membership at the next general meeting of the club. The proposed amendment cannot be voted on at the meeting at which it is introduced to the membership, but will be voted on at the next meeting if there is a quorum (two-thirds) of the membership at that meeting; 

2. The text of the proposed amendment shall be printed and sent to all members at least thirty (30) days prior to the consideration; 

3. This Constitution shall be amended only by the vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the members voting by secret ballot; 
4. Unless otherwise provided, all amendments shall take effect at the beginning of the membership year following their adoption. 

Article IX: Method of Dissolution of Organization

  In the event of the dissolution of I. F. at Ohio State University, and after the payment of all purchase orders and bills, remaining funds from the fundraising account shall be transferred to the Student Development student fund account.

Article X: Affiliation

I. F. at Ohio State University shall be formally recognized by Ohio State University as a local affiliate, provided the following standards are met: 

· Organization for the purpose of offering unified association membership on the campus of The Ohio State University; 

· Application of the one-person, one-vote principle for representation on all local affiliate governing bodies; 

· All elections conducted with open nominations and secret ballot.
