Article 1:

THE BRIDGE ACTIVITES BORAD
Section 1: PURPOSE

The Purpose of The Bridge Activities Board is to assist entering and continuing summer Bridge students in their involvement in the Bridge Program and on The Ohio State University campus. 


Our objective is to supersede expectations and involvement on and off campus and to promote satisfaction while getting involved and making a difference. 

Section 2: NON-DISCRIMINATION POLICY
 
The Bridge Activities Board and its members do not discriminate against any Bridge program applicant who may desire to be apart of our organization for any reason at all, including but limited to: race, gender, ethnicity, sexual orientation, disability, color, religion, national origin or age.

Section 1: MEMBERSHIP: QUALIFICATIONS AND CATAGORIES OF MEMBERSHIP

To be qualified to be apart of The Bridge Activities Board a student must have previously been accepted in the Summer Bridge pre-collegiate program. The student should also be in good academic standing with a 2.0 G.P.A or better. 

Section 2: ORGANIZATION LEADERSHIP: Titles, Terms of Office, Type of Selection, and Duties of Leaders. 


The offices that are available in The Bridge Activities Board are: President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Marketing Director, Historian, Director of Public Relations, Director of Entertainment. The members who hold these positions will be known as: The Executive Board. The terms of a position held in office are as follows: the President will serve for two and a half years, the Vice-President and Treasurer will serve for one and a half years, the Secretary will serve for one year, and the Historian, Director of Public Relations, and Director of Entertainment will serve for one year. The changing of offices will take place in the month of January, which will be our organizations month of transition. Selection into office will be done by a vote; the executive board will count the votes, less a member who is running for an office. In addition to voting, the president will not vote unless there is a tie. 

The President will oversee all activities of group and be the liaison between the organization and the university. 


The Treasurer will be held accountable for all monies that are received. He or she will handle the funds and communicate information about budget when needed. As well as planning fundraising opportunities.  

Section 3: ADVISOR


The advisor should be a full time member of The Ohio State University’s faculty or Administrative and Professional staff. The advisor is expected to extend additional help to the executive board as it is needed. The advisory should also serve as a liaison between university faculty information that is pertinent to our organization.  

Section 4: MEETINGS 


To be considered an active member, one must attend all MANDATORY MEETINGS, which will be specified through e-mail if one shall occur. The Executive Board should treat ALL MEETINGS AS MANDATORY and should be in attendance at every one. Generally there will be a meeting once a week for the entire academic year and a time and location will be communicated. 

Section 5: AMENDING THE CONSTITUTION


In order to amend the constitution, the executive board must notify the general population members and take a vote on if the change will be made.
