The Happy Hour Club of The Ohio State University

Preamble: We the Students of The Ohio State University, in Order to form a more perfect Union, establish Justice, insure campus Tranquility, provide for the common defense, promote the general Welfare, and secure the Blessings of Friendship to ourselves and our Posterity, do ordain and establish this Constitution for the Happy Hour Club.
I. Purpose:

a. The Happy Hour Club of the Ohio State University meets weekly to foster a community of camaraderie in the Ohio Union in Woody’s Tavern. 

b. As with previous Ohio Unions, the spirit of friendship created through student interaction in the Union was paramount to its success.

c. The Happy Hour Club of the Ohio State University serves to bring together students, staff, faculty, alumni, and community members to ensure a constant stream of socialization within the Ohio Union. 

II. Meeting time:

a. The Happy Hour Club of The Ohio State University shall meet at 5:00 pm every Friday at Woody’s Tavern in the Ohio Union.
b. Meetings may be canceled at the discretion of the President for the following reasons: natural disaster, plague, massive unexplainable beer shortage, reinstatement of prohibition (although in this case we fully support opening a speakeasy someplace else), or national holidays.

c. Should Woody’s be closed, the President shall work to find a suitable alternative meeting location.
III. Leadership

a. Every academic year in the spring term, a president, vice president, and treasurer are appointed by a simple majority vote of the organization members.

i. President responsibilities:

1. Must attend President’s Training through the Ohio Union.

2. Update and manage the membership roster and listserv.

3. Send necessary reminder e-mails to membership about meeting locations and times. 

4. Work with the Ohio Union for creative event programming.

ii. Vice President responsibilities:

1. Serve as next in command when the president is unavailable. 

2. Develop and deliver invitations to prospective members.

3. Other duties as assigned by the president. 

iii. Treasurer responsibilities:

1. Must attend Treasurer’s Training through the Ohio Union.

2. Manage the budget for the organization.

3. Ensure that no student activity fee money is being allocated for the purchase of alcohol.

4. Other duties as assigned by the president. 

IV. Membership

a. Membership of the Happy Hour Club is based on invitation from members. 

i. A simple majority of the organization must vote in order to extend an invitation to a prospective member. 

b. Membership must be comprised of undergraduate students, graduate students, and professional students. 

i. It is the duty of the president and vice president to recruit suitable members to fill these positions if they are not filled. 

c. Community, alumni, faculty, and staff members are all eligible to be honorary members as well. 
V. Inclusivity policy:
a. “Discrimination against any individual based upon protected status, which is defined as age, color, disability, gender identity or expression, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, or veteran status, is prohibited.”
VI. Alcohol Policy:
a. The Happy Hour Club does not condone the purchase, sale, provision, or consumption of alcohol by or for students under the legal drinking age (21). 

b. Membership is open to students who are under the legal drinking age, as the primary purpose of the club is not the consumption of alcohol. 


c. Any member of the organization found to be purchasing or consuming an alcoholic beverage when they are under the legal drinking age (21) will be subject to removal from the organization.
d. Any member of the organization found the be purchasing or providing an alcoholic beverage for a member of the organization who is under the legal drinking age (21) will be subject to removal from the organization.
