Constitution

Article l - Name, Purpose, and Non-Discrimination Policy of the Organization.

Section 1: American Foundry Society

Section 2 - Purpose: To provide and promote knowledge of the metalcasting industry and to cultivate relationships between industry leaders and student members.
Section 3 - Non-Discrimination Policy: This organization and its members shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for reasons of race, color, creed, religion, sexual orientation, national origin, sex, age, handicap, or Vietnam-era veteran status.

Article II - Membership: Qualifications and categories of membership.

Voting is restricted to paid members. 

Article III - Organization Leadership: Titles, terms of office, type of selection, and duties of the leaders. 
Chairman - Primary leader who is in charge of overseeing all activities including meetings, speakers, field trips, fundraising, and other events. 

Vice Chairman - Secondary leader who is to assist the Chairman. He/she will preside if president is unable to fulfill his/her duties. 

Treasurer - He/she is responsible for all financial activities including fundraising, budgeting, and bill paying. 

Secretary -He/she is responsible for recording the meeting minutes and sending them to all members in a timely manner. 

Article IV - Standing Committees (if needed): Names, purposes, and composition.

Standing committees will be formed as needed, which will be judged by the Chairman. 

Article V – Adviser(s) or Advisory Board: Qualification Criteria.

The Adviser will be the link between the professional organization and the student chapter. He/she will also help transition new officers. 

Article VI – Meetings of the Organization: Required meetings and their frequency.

Meetings will be held and attended as needed. 

Article VII – Method of Amending Constitution: Proposals, notice, and voting requirements. 

Proposed amendments should be in writing, should not be acted upon but read in the general meeting in which they are proposed, should be read again at a specified number of subsequent general meetings and the general meeting in which the votes will be taken, and will either require a two-thirds voting members (a quorum being present) or a majority or two-thirds of the entire voting membership of the organization, present or not. 

Article VIII – Method of Dissolution of Organization

If for any reason this Student Chapter is dissolved, the Charter should be returned to AFS

Headquarters. All funds or other property remaining after payment of debts and obligations of this

Student Chapter shall be transferred to AFS.
[BYLAWS]

Section I: Name 
Article 1. This Chapter shall be known as American Foundry Society of Ohio State University, a Student Chapter of AFS.
Section II: Object 

Article 1. Its objects shall be to promote among its members a self-sought increasing knowledge of the metalcasting industry and to assist members in creating strong professional relationships with people in the industry. 

Section III. Conformity 
Article 1. The relation of this Chapter to AFS shall be governed at all times by the Constitution, Bylaws, and Rules of ASM. Any bylaw not so in accordance is unconstitutional. 

Section IV. Membership 
Article 1. Any student in good standing at Ohio State University shall be eligible to membership 

Article 2. Membership shall continue as long as the member remains enrolled and in good standing in the school and pays annual dues. 

Article 3. Upon the written request of five members, for cause stated, a member may, after due hearing and discussion by the Chapter, be expelled by a four-fifths vote of those present or by action of a majority of the Executive Committee. 

Section V. Dues 

Article 1. Annual dues of $15 shall be payable in advance at the beginning of each academic year. 

Article 2. A member in arrears one semester (or term) shall lose his/her voting privilege, and if in arrears one year, his/her membership. 

Article 3. The Chapter shall have the right to levy special assessments by a two-thirds vote of all present at any regular meeting. 

Section VI. Officers 

Article 1. The officers shall consist of a Chairman, a Vice Chairman, a Secretary, Treasurer, and a Recruitment officer. 

Article 2. Officers shall be elected at a regular meeting of the Chapter during the last term of each academic year for a term of one year beginning at the opening of school in the autumn. (Note: It might be advantageous to have new officers take over their duties immediately on election, the new officers by consultation, thus getting the benefit of the experience of the old.) Upperclassmen and postgraduate student shall only be eligible for the offices of Chairman and Vice Chairman. Each officer so elected shall personally thereupon accept election and pledge to assume the duties of office. 

Article 3. Vacancies during a college year shall be filled at a called election at a regular meeting. 

Article 4. To be eligible for election, the nominee must be a Student Member of the Society or must have applied for such membership and paid membership dues. 

Article 5. Election shall be by a majority vote of the members present. 

Article 6. The Faculty Advisor will be a member of AFS and the faculty member designated to be the Foundry Education Foundation (FEF) Key Professor.  His/Her duties will be to inspire and counsel officers. 

Article 7. Removal of Officers:  Should an officer not fulfill their described requirements (as detailed in Section VII) the remaining officers shall meet to discuss any corrective action.  Should the other officers decide to relive the offending officer of their duties this must be brought to attention at a general meeting and be voted on by the majority.  

Section VII. Duties of the Officers 

Article 1. The duties of the Chairman shall be to preside at all Chapter and Executive Committee meetings, to render the prescribed Chapter requirements of an annual report to the Manager of Member Services of AFS, and to assume all executive duties not otherwise delegated to others by these bylaws. 

Article 2. The Vice Chairman shall preside during the absence or at the request of the Chairman and shall automatically succeed to the Chairman position in case of vacancy. 

Article 3. The Secretary shall keep a record of all meetings of the Chapter and the Executive Committee in the official minute book. The retiring Secretary shall also fulfill the Chapter requirement of reporting the election of new officers to the members of the Central Ohio Chapter of AFS at the monthly Central Ohio Chapter meetings. The Secretary will also act as librarian, and at the end of the term, leave the minute book with the Faculty Advisor (or school librarian) for safekeeping during vacation time. 

Article 4. The Treasurer shall handle and account for all funds, paying out funds only upon approval of the Chairman (or the Executive Committee). At the end of his/her term, the Treasurer shall submit a report with the cash balance to the Executive Committee for audit and approval. 

Article 5. The Recruitment Officer shall lead efforts to recruit new members and will be in charge of organizing marketing events to the university.  

Article 6. It shall be the duty of the newly-elected Chairman, at the close of the college year, to leave the Treasurer's report and funds in the safekeeping of the Faculty Advisor (or school librarian) for the vacation period. 

Section VIII. Committees 

Article 1. The officers of the Chapter, including the Faculty Advisor, shall constitute an Executive Committee charged with the responsibility of a successful year's program. 

Article 2. The Chairman, as Head of the Executive Committee, shall appoint, with the approval of the Executive Committee, the personnel of the standing committees. 

Article 3. The standing committees shall include: (These are suggestions.) 

· Program Committee: to arrange and be responsible for the speeches and papers presented 

· Field Trip Committee: to arrange and carry out field trips 

· Membership Committee: to promote membership, and particularly, to establish cordial relations with the freshmen 

· Publicity Committee: to bring all meetings to the attention of members, the school, and the press 

Section IX. Meetings 

Article 1. Regular meetings shall be held on the _____ day of each month (during the school year) (except June-August), or on a postponed date set by the Executive Committee. The Executive Committee may call a special meeting at any time.
Section X. Amendments 

Article 1. These bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the members present at any regular meeting, provided notice of the proposed amendment was given, in writing, at the previous regular meeting, and are in accordance with the bylaws of AFS.
