CONSTITUTION

Article I – Name, purpose, and Non-Discrimination Policy of the Organization.

Section 1: Name – Asian Association for Chemical Engineering at the Ohio State University (AACE).

Section 2: Purpose 
· Serve Chemical Engineering Asian Students and Asian Community.

· Promote Chinese Culture and Etiquette in Chemical Engineering Community.

· Serve as Alumni Focal Point for AACE Students.

· Create and Establish Friendly and Course Work Supportive Environment for AACE Students.

· Assist Asian Students in Chemical Engineering major to Become Responsible Engineers.

· Coordinate and Facilitate Study Events and Social Activities for Asian Students.

· Assist with Recruitment of Prospective Asian Students in Chemical Engineering.
Section 3: Non-Discrimination Policy:  This organization and its members shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for reasons of handicap, religion, sexual orientation, color, national origin, sex, age, creed, or race.

Article II – Membership:  Qualifications and categories of membership.

Students of Asian descent at Chemical Engineering major are qualified as members of AACE, who include students from Undergraduate, Master and PHD also including Exchange Students.
Article III - Executive Committee: Size and composition of the Committee.

Executive Committee consists of five members who are elected by the AACE members.  Election meeting is held during the first Friday of fall Quarter, and elected officers can serve for a one-year term until the next election.  No member can serve for more than two terms.

Article V – Adviser/Advisory Board Responsibilities

Advisers of the association must be Administrative & Professional staff or full-time members of Chemical Engineering faculty. The primary function of advisers will be focusing on the direction of the Association that is in alignment with stated association goals and objectives.  Advisers will also provide the association with a broad perspective on the services the association should provide to its members. Advisers will review association goals and objectives and make recommendations to the executive committee or standing committee on effective strategies to strive for success.  Advisors may be invited to attend the association meetings upon necessity.

Article VI – Meeting Requirements

Meetings of the members is the required for AACE, and will be held to discuss and decide any important issue relates to the association, including the annual election of new committee officers.  Every individual in AACE has equally right to vote for critical decisions.  At least one general meeting of the membership is required for each academic quarter except for summer. The meeting schedule will be announced by the executive committee via email or letter to members and advisers at the beginning of each quarter.
Article VII -- Method of Amending Constitution

The need for amendments to Asian Association for Chemical Engineering at the Ohio State University (AACE) must be submitted in detailed explanation in writing with reference to specific articles prior to an Executive Committee meeting. Proposed amendments must be introduced and discussed in general member meetings and require eighty percent of votes cast by the voting members or two-thirds of the total voting membership of the association, whether present or not, in purpose to be validated. 
BY-LAW

Article I – Parliamentary Authority
The AACE use Robert’s Rule of Order to govern organization’s decision making except when these 

rules are inconsistent with their constitution or by-laws of the organization.  
Article II- Membership
1. To become a student member, one should meet the following rules:

· Current student of the Ohio State University--Columbus.

· Follow the AACE constitution and rules.

2. Termination of membership

· Any active member terminates his or her membership by will and sends a notice document to the Committee.

· Any active member who violates the AACE rules or interests and has his membership terminated by the parliamentary decision.
Article III- Election / Appointment of Committee Members

The executive body of the AACE constitutes a Committee elected by the parliamentary decision. Any member who intends to become a member of the Committee should meet the following requirements:

1. Eligibility

· Be an active member of the AACE and attend eighty percent of general meetings.

2. Procedures

· Candidate: An active member is nominated by a member or members before the election held at the annual parliamentary meeting. 

· Election: Candidates who receive the most ballots and meet the requirements of the position become Committee members.

· Obligation:  Any member who becomes a member of the Committee should complete his or her duty and attend committee meetings.

Article IV-Executive Committee

Specific duties of the Committee and its responsibilities to the membership: 

The AACE Executive Committee specific duties and responsibilities include, but are not limited to, listening to and voicing members’ concerns by facilitating quarterly membership meetings, providing support to members by organizing study groups, making chemical engineering life rich and colorful by organizing social and cultural events, developing networking opportunities by promoting collaborative and cooperative efforts with other associations both within and beyond Engineering College of the Ohio State University. 
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
