 Mission Statement

The mission of Ohio State Student Sports Radio is to create beneficial opportunities for students ranging from on-air live broadcasts to production. These opportunities are made possible by the efforts of a dedicated staff of motivated students who work in cooperation with the Ohio State Athletic Department and are driven to make Scarlet and Gray Sports Radio a premier station seeking never-ending growth.

Scarlet and Gray Sports Radio Constitution
Article 1-General rules and regulations for Scarlet and Gray Sports Radio: 

Section 1- All station participants must follow the rules and regulations for registered student organizations as well as the Ohio State University Department of Athletics and all other station sponsors. 

Section 2- All station participants should be registered students/faculty members of The Ohio State University. 

Section 3- The stations general funding will be provided by the Ohio State University Athletic Department. Additional funding may be sought out from any registered organization/department at Ohio State without the necessary approval of the Ohio State University Athletic Department. However, all station sponsorship both monetary and otherwise with businesses/organizations/ companies without association to Ohio State University are subject to approval of the Ohio State University Athletic Department. 

Section 4- The stations Sports Directors will serve no more than two years with responsibilities beginning and ending on June 1st of each year. The incoming Sports Director will be chosen by the vacating director with approval by a simple majority of the organization 
                                 
Article 2- The following list signifies the chain of command for Scarlet and Gray Sports Radio followed by the responsibilities of each position: 

Advisor-Sports Director- Assistant Sports Director/Treasurer-Marketing Director-Website Editor-Assistant Directors-Student Staff Members  

Section 1- Sports Director:

The Sports Director of Scarlet and Gray Sports Radio is the top student leadership position in the organization. Each Sports Director is appointed by the previous Sports Director with approval of the organizations advisor. The Sports Director is hereby afforded the following responsibilities: 

Works in accordance with all station policies and in accordance with any contractual obligations from any department or general station sponsor.

Oversees the staff of the Sports Department and is chief liaison between the sports staff and Ohio State University Department of Athletics as well as the Ohio Union and any other general station sponsor. Attends any necessary Ohio Union meeting for registered student organizations.

Responsible for scheduling home sports broadcasts as well as special off-campus broadcasts for Ohio State Varsity Athletics. The chosen upon events and specific teams are subject to approval by the Ohio State Athletic Department. The Athletic Department should receive a quarterly schedule of all expected game broadcasts that are subject to change based on unforeseeable events.

Responsible for aiding the Treasurer in the completion of a quarterly budget of the money allocated specifically for sports purposes by the Ohio State Athletics Department or other department sponsors. This money can only be used for approved activities and practices such as potential equipment costs, travel and lodging expenses, etc. 

Responsible for sending this quarterly budget to necessary department sponsors and to the stations general management and/or other pertinent parties.

In charge of applying for credentials for all game broadcasts in accordance with the general media practices set by The Ohio State University Sports Information Department. These applications and requests will be directly requested from and approved by each sports respective Sports Information Director. Also in charge of applying for credentials for off-campus events in accordance with the practices of those visiting institutions. 

In cases of two or more Sports Directors, these responsibilities should be shared between all parties. In cases of two sports directors, credential requests should be split evenly and mutually agreed upon, at the beginning of each quarter.

Responsible for scheduling sports related shows and unique specials. 

Responsible for overseeing the stations sports website and approves site content. Responsibilities for site editing and daily operations will be afforded to the stations Web site editor.

In charge of appointing all other Sports Department positions under the approval of the stations general management and/or other pertinent parties. Also in charge of both overseeing all positions and dismissing students who fail to adhere to their responsibilities and/or break department or station rules or practices. 

Responsible for scheduling of department meetings when appropriate it is recommended that these meetings occur on a monthly basis at a minimum.

All other responsibilities not directly granted are to be shared between the Sports Directors and Assistant Sports Directors.

Section 2- Treasurer/ Assistant Sports Director

Acts as a liaison between station staff and both the stations Sports Directors and the station advisor

Responsible for the completion of a quarterly budget of the money allocated specifically for sports purposes by the Ohio State Athletics Department or other department sponsors. This money can only be used for approved activities, and practices such as potential equipment costs, travel and lodging expenses, etc.
 
In charge of organizing student staff members for pre-game shows for all sports broadcasts. Those events that do not require pre-game specials will be left to the broadcasters assigned by the Sports Directors to conduct game broadcast operations. 

Responsible for obtaining and organizing commercials for all sports game broadcasts and shows. These commercials will be requested from sports department/station sponsors or created for special events by staff members.  Additionally responsible to contact the OSU Marketing department and OSU Alumni Association to receive commercials on a quarterly basis if necessary 

Responsible for editing the department’s web site in cases where the Website Editor is unavailable or in need of assistance

Responsible for aiding those staff members in charge of sports department shows. Acts as an advisor to all show hosts and members who seek help on any show related issue. 

In charge of creation and oversight for any potential new position(s)

Directly accountable for all of the Sports Director’s responsibilities in times that the Director is absent or unavailable. 

Section 3 – Marketing Director

In charge of all public relations for the station with student organizations.  Responsibilities include contacting student groups and University Departments to gather information on possible partnerships as well as the creation and production of commercials and advertising for the station.  The Marketing Director is required to come up with new, unique, creative ways to advertise the station.

Section 4- Website Editor 

Responsible for daily operations including editing and maintenance of the sports department’s website: www.OhioStateSports.net 

Displays site content under the discretion of the stations Sports Director as well as the stations advisor or any other pertinent parties. 

Responsible for displaying all department and/or station sponsors on the sites about us page. 

Responsible for contacting alumni and updating the alumni section of the Web site. Editor should seek out upper-class department alumni as well as any other means to directly connect with sports alumni to create an updated alumni page. 

Section 5- Assistant Directors

Assist the Sports Directors and the Web Editor in uploading individual sports schedules to the Web site.

Collaborate with the multimedia department and create introductions and commercials for assigned sport.

Verify that the equipment is at the broadcast location and that the broadcasters are properly credentialed and adhering to dress code.


Section 6- Student Staff Members 

Expected to adhere to those rules and practices of working media under the discretion of The Ohio State University Athletic Department and Sports Information Directors. Additionally, all participants are expected to work in accordance with all station policies and adhere to the rules and practices of registered student organizations and other pertinent parties.

Expected to represent Scarlet and Gray Sports Radio in a dignified manner. All members of working media are strictly prohibited from openly cheering any Athletics team and these unprofessional practices allow for permanent dismissal by any member of the Athletic Department or the Sports Director. Other rules and regulations for working media are expected to be followed and can be found on the official Ohio State Department of Athletics Web site: www.ohiostatebuckeyes.com.

All broadcasters will be expected to dress in a formal manner for any on-campus sports game broadcast. The minimum dress requirement for all broadcasts is a polo shirt and khaki pants.

All vulgarity is prohibited and excessive vulgarity allows for suspension or permanent dismissal by the Sports Director and or the stations general management. 

All show hosts and participants are expected to arrive at least 90 minutes early at an absolute minimum. This allows for the best product and to ensure that unforeseen events do not cause detriment to the program.

Article 3- Adviser and his/her responsibilities

Section 1- The advisor must be a full-time faculty or administrative member of the university. It is their job to act as a primary liaison between the Ohio State Athletic Department and Ohio State Student Sports Radio. They must be present at 50% or more of the scheduled organization meetings. The advisor must be a primary signer on the organization’s bank account and attend all necessary meetings to maintain status.   


Article 4- Non Discriminatory policy

Section 1- Scarlet and Gray Sports Radio and its member shall not discriminate against any individuals for reasons of age, color, disability, gender identity or expression, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation or veteran status. 

Article 5- Organizational meetings 

Section 1- Scarlet and Gray Sports Radio will meet monthly to discuss schedule, budget, programming, and various other topics. At least half of these meetings must be attended by the organization’s adviser. If any pertinent matter should arise, any member may call a meeting to debrief the situation.     

Section 2- For a vote on specific legislation there must be a minimum of 10 organizational members to maintain quorum.   
 
Article 6- Methods of amending Constitution

Section 1- Amending the constitution requires a 2/3 majority vote from members present at organizational meeting. The legislation must first be discussed and can not be voted on until the following meeting.    

Section 2- Robert’s Rules will be used in the situation where a vote is needed on a specific matter.
Article 7- Method of selecting and/or removing officers and members

Section 1- There is no application process to join Scarlet and Gray Sports Radio, and participation is open to all.

Section 2- If a member of Scarlet and Gray Sports Radio conducts themselves in such a manner deemed detrimental to advancing the purpose of this organization, is in violation of the OSU Student Code of Conduct, or consistently fails to keep their commitments to the organization, they can be removed through a unanimous vote of the officers with the consultation of the advisor.

Section 3- If an officer conducts themselves in such a manner deemed detrimental to advancing the purpose of this organization, is delinquent in performing their officer duties, or is in violation of the OSU Student Code of Conduct, they can be removed through a majority vote of the voting membership or a unanimous vote of the other officers with the consultation of the advisor.
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
