Constitution

Article l - Name, Purpose, and Non-Discrimination Policy of the Organization.
Section 1: Name: Bahá'í Campus Association at The Ohio State University

Section 2: Purpose: To promote unity through cultural diversity on the Ohio State Campus and Columbus Area by advocating the ideals of the Baha'i Faith, including the oneness of mankind, the oneness of God, and the oneness of the world's religions.  

Section 3: Non-Discrimination Policy: This organization and its members shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for reasons of age, color, disability, gender identity or expression, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, or veteran status.
Article II - Membership: Qualifications and categories of membership.

Any student, faculty or staff or other member of the Ohio State community is welcome to join this organizations. Officer positions will be held by students and adviser positions must be held by faculty or staff. 

Article III - Organization Leadership: Titles, terms of office, type of selection, and duties of the leaders.

The Executive Committee consists of the President, Vice-President, Treasurer and Secretary. The Executive Committee is responsible for requesting a meeting place, keeping up-to-date with community events, and other managerial responsibilities. The Treasurer is in charge of keeping track of the finances of the group and the Secretary should keep up to date with contacting members of the group as to when meetings are. The President and Vice-President are in charge of making sure that the constitution, politics and outside contacts are in order for the group. The Executive Committee will stay in office until the next election at the end of the Spring Semester. The Executive
Committee (Officers) is elected at the discretion of the organization and its members.
Article IV - Executive Committee: Size and composition of the Committee. 
This Committee (a board of officers) represents the general membership and conducts business of the organization between general meetings of the membership, when needed, and reports its actions at the general meetings of the membership. The Executive Committee consists of the President, Vice-President, Treasurer and Secretary and is a four person committee made up of elected general members for the year.  

Article V - Standing Committees: Names, purposes, and composition. 
Standing committees are not necessary for this group, however, if the members so decide, committees and their members may be chosen from the active members of the group for the purposes of events and other basic functions of the group. 

Article VI – Method of Selecting and/or Removing Officers and Members. 

Any student, faculty or staff or other member of The Ohio State University community is welcome to join this organization as a member. Members need only to attend a meeting or contact an officer to become a member. Officer positions will be held by students of The Ohio State University. Officers are elected at the discretion of the organization and the members at the time. Members and officers can also be removed at the discretion of the organization and its members as they see fit. 
Article VII – Advisor(s) or Advisory Board: Qualification Criteria. 
Advisors of student organizations must be full-time members of the University faculty or Administrative & Professional staff. Advisors are expected to be ready to accept the requests of the group and volunteer their service to the best of their ability. 
Article VIII – Meetings of the Organization: Required meetings and their frequency.

Meetings will be held at a location and on a regular time interval to be decided by the members of the organization at the beginning of each academic year. One meeting required per quarter except summer, however, there are generally weekly meetings unless the school is on a break (summer, thanksgiving, winter, spring, etc.). 
Article IX – Method of Amending Constitution: Proposals, notice, and voting requirements. 
Proposed amendments should be in writing, should not be acted upon but read in the general meeting in which they are proposed, should be read again at a specified number of subsequent general meetings and the general meeting in which the votes will be taken, and should either require a two-third or three-quarter majority of voting members (a quorum being present) or a majority or two-thirds of the entire voting membership of the organization, present or not. The constitution should not be amended easily or frequently.

Article X – Method of Dissolution of Organization

This group should not be dissolved under any circumstance. If it must remain in “inactive” status for any reason the group must still progress as usual. 

By-laws

Article 1 – Parliamentary Authority

The rules contained in The Kitáb-i-Aqdas shall govern the organization in all cases to which they are applicable, and will overpower the by-laws of this organization if the by-laws are inconsistent with the wordings in This Most Holy Book.

Article II- Membership

Any member of the Ohio State community can join this organization.

 Article III- Election / Appointment of Government Leadership

Officers will be designated on a volunteer basis or a silent ballot if necessary. Officers can be any current Ohio State student. 

Article VII - Meeting Requirements

Any meeting can happen at any time, anywhere. No quorum or other specifications are necessary.

Article VIII - Method of Amending By-Laws

By-laws may be amended by proposing in writing and reading the change at a general meeting of the membership and then bring the proposed change up for a vote at the next general meeting with a 2/3 majority vote of the membership present.
