Constitution

Article I: 
Name: UKirk Presbyterian Ministry at The Ohio State University 

Purpose: UKirk Presbyterian Ministry is a PC(USA) student organization of undergraduate and graduate students seeking (1) to grow into a deeper and richer relationship with Christ, (2) a sanctuary to explore personal relationships with God and with one another, (3) to build and participate in a  faith community of  prayer, study, and fellowship, and (4) a way to engage in partnerships and 
ministries with the greater church, other persons, the local community, and the greater society.  This organization is recognized by the Presbytery of Scioto Valley as the PC(USA) affiliated ministry at The Ohio State University.  



Non-discrimination Policy: This organization shall prohibit discrimination on the basis of race, color, 

creed, religion, national origin, disability, ancestry, age, sexual orientation, marital status, veteran 


status or parental status. The leadership for this organization will be responsible for ensuring that 


discrimination on these grounds is prohibited in selecting initiating new members, or officers, or in 

providing any aid, benefit, or service to others. 

Article II:
Membership: Qualification and categories of membership.

Any Ohio State student who is currently enrolled at Ohio State and wishes to join UKirk Presbyterian Ministry is eligible for voter membership status.  Any others who are not currently enrolled students of Ohio State will be allowed affiliate membership, in which they will not be allowed to vote, but will be able to be involved in all aspects of Presbyterian Campus Ministry.  Voting or Affiliate membership will be granted to anyone who attends two or more meetings per academic year.

Article III:
Organization Leadership: There shall be a minimum of three leaders elected annually to carry out the duties of Presbyterian Campus Ministry:  President, Vice President, and Treasurer.  The President’s duties will include, but are not limited to: organizing monthly meetings and activities, maintaining the rolls of active student membership, recruiting new membership, and coordinating with the churches supporting this group.  The Vice President’s duties will include, but are not limited to: assisting the President in organization and recruiting new membership.  The Treasurer’s duties will include, but are not limited to: remaining informed of UKirk Presbyterian Ministry’s monetary status at all times, collecting receipts for refunds, and developing fund raising strategies for large projects.  The treasurer will also assist the president and vice-president when needed, filling in if neither the President nor Vice-President are able to be present at a meeting.  

Article IV: 
Method of Removing Officers or Members: Membership for Presbyterian Campus Ministries shall be open with no requirements and officers will be chosen by the consensus of the group. In the event that a member harms another member or misrepresents the organization, UKirk Presbyterian Ministries reserves the right to remove that student from membership. A meeting of officers and members would be held with a vote (majority) to make a decision regarding the status of the student. The same process will be followed if an officer is unable to properly perform his or her duties.
Article V:
Adviser(s) or Advisory Board: An advisor for UKirk Presbyterian Ministry will be picked from current full-time University faculty or Administrative & Professional Staff who attends a local Presbyterian Church. If for some reason no such person can be found, there will be an advisor from one of the churches on the PCM Board, and a co-advisor from the university.  While the duties of the advisor may change as the needs of the group change, it will be the advisor’s main job to support the projects, activities, and endeavors undertaken by UKirk Presbyterian Ministry and to help in deciding what projects, activities, and endeavors to become involved in, when asked.

Article VI: 
Meetings of the Organization: Meetings will be held at least once a week every week during Autumn  and Spring Semesters, with the exception of finals week.  Meeting days are subject to a quorum vote to be determined at the first meeting of each quarter.  Meetings may also be cancelled by a quorum vote.

Article VII:
Method of Amending the Constitution: Proposed amendments will be received in writing and will be read at two consecutive meetings before being acted upon.  During the meeting in which it will be voted on, it will be read again, a quorum will be needed of fifty percent plus one and a two-thirds majority vote will be necessary.  Once an amendment is proposed, a committee will be formed consisting of 2-4 members of UKirk Presbyterian Ministry to check the validity of the proposal before it is acted upon in any way by the group.  It is recommended, but not required, that any proposal be formed in consultation with the Campus Minister to ensure consistency with the values and principles of the PC(USA).  

Article VIII: 
Method of Dissolution of Organization: If the need arises (financial or otherwise), The Ohio State University in conjunction with the advisor(s) and the student leaders and the Campus Minister will see to the dissolution of the organization.
