CONSTITUTION OF
Greek Cru Student Ministry
THE OHIO STATE UNIVERSITY
ARTICLE 1 Name

Section 1: Name

The name of this organization shall be Greek Cru Student Ministry at The Ohio State University.

Section 2: Purpose

Greek Cru Student Ministry is a Christian Interdenominational 

Religious organization seeking to provide a spiritual 

environment and resource for Ohio State students affiliated 

with, involved with, or seeking involvement in the Greek System, 

whom desire to develop and explore spirituality and their 

relationship with God.
Section 3: Non-Discrimination Policy 

This organization and its members shall not discriminate against 

any individual(s) for reasons of race, color, creed, religion, 

sexual orientation, national origin, sex, age, gender identity or expression, disability, national origin, sexual orientation, or Vietnam-era veteran status.  Anything less would be inconsistent with the Christian standards Greek Cru will and does seek to maintain.  Desiring to maintain organizational integrity, this organization will choose leadership selectively based on consistency and conduct consistent with the purpose and mission of Greek Cru Student Ministry at The Ohio State University. 
ARTICLE 2 Membership
Membership is open to any person who demonstrates an active 

interest in activities of Greek Cru Student Ministry.  There are 

no membership requirements. 
Voting membership is defined as limited to currently enrolled Ohio State students. Greek Cru Student Ministry at The Ohio State University reserves the right as a religious student organization to limit voting membership to those students who abide by the qualifications established by the organization.

Non-voting associate members are identified as faculty, alumni, professional students, career professionals, university staff, etc. may participate in Greek Cru Student Ministry activities and may become members but as non-voting associate or honorary members.

For educational and leadership development reasons, student organizations are to be student initiated, student lead, and student run.  

ARTICLE 3 Organizational Leadership
Leaders are selected based upon attendance, participation and conduct consistent with the purpose and mission of Greek Cru Student Ministry.
The officers of Greek Cru Student Ministry at The Ohio State 

University shall be President, Vice-President, and 

Treasurer.  The term of each officer shall be one school year.  

Officers may serve for an unlimited number of terms.  Officers 

are selected and voted on by the student leadership team(current President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer) of Greek Cru Student Ministry.

The President shall perform all duties and responsibilities as required by the university as the president of a student organization. They serve on the Executive Committee and have oversight of any/all standing committees and financial accounts as maintained by the treasurer.
The Vice President assists the President and fulfills all duties and responsibilities in his/her absence.  They serve on the Executive Committee and have oversight of any/all standing committees.
The Treasurer will be accountable for all organizational funds and provide financial reports as determined by the university.

ARTICLE 4 Executive Committee (if needed)

The role of the Executive Committee is to conduct business of the organization between general meetings of the membership and reports its actions at the general meetings of the membership. 

The Executive Committee members shall be limited to organization leaders, chairpersons of any/all the standing committees, ex officio students, faculty, staff, and non-university personnel who abide by the membership qualifications established by the organization and as deemed appropriate by the Executive Committee.

ARTICLE 5 Standing Committees (if needed)

Regular committees will be established, and special committees 

will be set up as they are needed.

ARTICLE 6 Method of Selecting and/or Removing Officers and Members
Selection of members is stated in ARTICLE 2: Membership.  Selection of officers are appointed from the ranks of the organization’s voting membership by a nominating committee.

Executive Committee members shall be limited to those men and women who affirm the Christian Cannon of Holy Scripture as the inspired, inerrant, infallible Word of God and such is binding and authoritative in all manners in which it speaks.

Removing of members and/or officers:

Members and/or officers may be removed by a voting committee set up by the membership body, which is not in question of removal, of Greek Cru Student Ministry.  The voting committee shall conduct a special meeting for the purpose of allowing the questioned members a chance to state their intent within Greek Cru Student Ministry to all attneding members.  This commitee will be responsible for conducting the final vote to remove said members/officers and will see to completetion the removal if necessairy.
ARTICLE 7 Adviser(s) or Advisory Board

The adviser to this organization shall be a full-time faculty 

member of The Ohio State University.
ARTICLE 8 Meetings of the Organization
Regular meetings will be held weekly for all students at The 

Ohio State University who are interested.  Special meetings may 

be called and scheduled as/whenever necessary. 

ARTICLE 9 Method of Amending Constitution
Proposed amendments shall be in writing and shall be read in the general meeting in which they are proposed and the next general meeting, whenever it is held.  Also the proposed amendments shall be read at the general meeting in which the vote will be taken.  Proposed amendments shall require a two-third majority of voting members with a quorum (50%+1 of total Greek Cru Student Ministry members) being present.
ARTICLE 10 Method of Dissolution of Organization 
Dissolution of the student organization shall take place only upon the unanimous consent of all the current Executive Committee members.
If any assets and debt exist all remaining assets shall be transferred to the appropriate university office after all debts are duly paid.  The organization treasurer will provide an accounting for the final assets and debts of the organization.
