Constitution of the Professional Land Surveyors of Ohio, Inc. Student Chapter at The Ohio State University
Article 1 – Name, Purpose, and Non-Discrimination Policy of the Organization

Section 1: - Name:  The name of this organization shall be the Professional Land Surveyors of Ohio, Inc. Student Chapter at The Ohio State University.  For convenience and brevity, the name shall hereinafter be referred to as “The Chapter”, and will fulfill its obligations at The Ohio State University, Columbus, Ohio.

Section 2: - Purpose:  The purpose of this organization is to: 1) promote education as a requirement for the attainment of professional registration; 2) promote the advancement of professional land surveyors through educational programs; 3) develop professionalism of the land surveyor at a local level; 4) communicate developments in the field of land surveying; and 5) educate the general public about the services and activities of the professional surveyor.
Section 3: - Non-Discrimination Policy:  This organization and its members shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for reasons of age, color, disability, national origin, race, religion, sex, or veteran status.

Article II – Membership

 The following classifications of membership are hereby established:

1) Student member – Any full-time student (a full-time student as defined by the rules and regulations of The Ohio State University), who is pursuing a degree in Surveying Engineering, Geomatics Engineering or any related field shall be eligible for student membership, and shall have full voting privileges

2) Associate member – Any person not falling under the Student member definition, such as faculty, alumni or other professionals, may be eligible for associate membership, but will be non-voting members.

Article III – Organization Leadership
The officers of The Chapter shall consist of a President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer and Chapter Delegate.  Each officer shall be elected by the membership annually, for a term of one year.  
Duties of he elected officers shall be as follows:
1) The President shall preside at all meetings of The Chapter and serve as First Alternate to the Chapter Delegate.

2) The Vice-President shall assume the duties of and represent the President upon the President’s absence, and shall serve as Second Alternate to the Chapter Delegate.

3) The Secretary shall keep minutes of all regular and special meetings of The Chapter, and shall assist the President in preparing various reports as needed, such as the Annual Report to be submitted to the State Executive Committee or articles for the State Newsletter.
4) The Treasurer shall keep all financial records of The Chapter, be responsible for the disbursement of funds and submit a report to the membership at each meeting.

5) The Chapter Delegate shall attend and represent The Chapter at all monthly and special meetings of the State Executive Committee, and report to The Chapter proceedings relevant to The Chapter.  If the Chapter Delegate is unable to attend a meeting of the State Executive Committee, the President or Vice-President shall be notified and one of the alternates shall substitute for the Chapter Delegate.
Article IV – Executive Committee
The Executive Committee shall consist of the Officers listed in Article III. 
Article V – Special Committees
To assist the Officers and members of The Chapter, special committees, along with the respective committee chairs, shall be established and assigned by the President as needed. 
Article VI – Advisors
The Advisors to The Chapter shall be the Chair of the Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering and Geodetic Science, and any other Full-time or Adjunct Faculty or Staff as designated by the Department Chair.

Article VII – Meetings of the Organization
A minimum of six (6) meetings of The Chapter shall be held during the academic year.  Special meetings may be called by the President or upon written petition of one-third (1/3) of the membership, with written notice given seven days prior to the date of any such meeting.
Article VIII – Method of Amending Constitution
Amendments to the Constitution shall be submitted in writing to the President and be presented to the membership at any scheduled meeting.  Any proposed amendment shall be voted upon at the next scheduled meeting, and shall require a majority vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the entire voting membership of The Chapter.
Article IX – Method of Dissolution of Organization
The Chapter may be dissolved by a majority vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the entire voting membership, or if in inactive status for a period of nineteen (19) consecutive months, at which time any remaining funds shall be distributed to the State Executive Committee of the Professional Land Surveyors of Ohio, Inc.

By-Laws
Article I – Parliamentary Authority
The rules contained in Roberts Rules of Order, Revised shall govern the organization in all cases to which they are applicable, and in which they are not inconsistent with the by-laws of this organization.
Article II – Membership

Acceptance for membership – All student and associate membership applications shall be reviewed by The Chapter and submitted to the State Executive Committee for approval.

Chapter dues shall be $5 annually for each student membership, with State annual dues and other fees as determined by the State Executive Committee.

Article III – Election / Appointment of Government Leadership

Any Student member of The Chapter is eligible to hold office in the organization.  All elections shall be held during the month of May.  Terms of all elected officers shall commence at the beginning of the following academic year (September).  In the case of a need to fill an unexpired term of office, the President shall make an appointment from the general chapter membership.

Article IV – Executive Committee
Specific duties of the Executive Committee are listed in the Constitution, Article III, for the specific office mentioned.

Article V – Standing or Special Committees
Specific duties of a Standing or Special Committee will be as defined by the President of The Chapter.
Article VI – Advisors
The Advisor(s) to The Chapter shall make a diligent effort to attend each meeting, and act as liaisons to the Department Chair and other Faculty and Staff of The Ohio State University.  The Advisors shall also act as second signers to any checks written from account.
Article VII – Meeting Requirements

A quorum shall constitute two-thirds (2/3) of the entire voting membership for Constitutional or By Laws changes.  A quorum shall constitute a majority of the membership for all other regular business.  General motions shall be passed by a majority of the voting membership present.
Article VIII – Method of removal of officer and/or member
If an officer or member is acting in a way that can hurt the club or not going about his or her role in an unethical manner then he/she is subject to dismissal upon a two-thirds (2/3) vote by all officers and members that will occur at the next scheduled meeting.
Article IX – Method of Amending By-Laws

By-laws may be amended by submitting the proposed changes in writing to the President and by presenting the proposed changes to the membership at any scheduled meeting, with voting on the proposed change occurring at the next scheduled meeting with a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the membership present.
