Constitution





Article I. Name 


The name of this student organization shall be known as Ducks Unlimited at The Ohio State University.





Article II. Purpose and Goals 


Section I. The purpose of Ducks Unlimited at The Ohio State University is to give students the 	opportunity to participate and volunteer in an organization designed to conserve, restore and 		manage wetlands and associated habitats for North America's waterfowl in order to benefit both 	wildlife and people. Through Ducks Unlimited at The Ohio State students will also learn strong 	group and teamwork skills, planning skills, leadership skills, create and grow professional 		relationships, and create friendships with other students that are excited about wildlife and 	conservation. 


Section II. The major goals shall be, 


to increase student body membership with Ducks Unlimited Incorporated


 to raise funds for Ducks Unlimited Incorporated.





Article III. Membership 


Section I. Membership to Ducks Unlimited at The Ohio State University is open to students, faculty, 	and alumni of The Ohio State University and their guests, and must be in good standing with 	Ducks Unlimited Incorporated. 


Section II. Any officer having more than two unexcused absences per semester or failure to carry out 	duties of chair shall be removed from the organization with a 2/3 vote of the committee.





 Article IV. Officers 


Section I. The officers of Ducks Unlimited at The Ohio State University must meet the following 	requirements: 


a) be good standing with the University and enrolled in at least six credit hours in a regular semester 	during the term of office, and 


b) be subject to removal from office by the organization and/or the organization’s official University 	advisor should the student fail to maintain the requirement as prescribed in (a). 


Section II. The names and duties of the officers will be as followed;


a) Chairperson whom is the committee leader and is responsible for fulfilling the mission of the 	chapter. The chairperson will work alongside the Regional Director and Student Advisor 	throughout the event planning process. In addition, the chairperson shall transmit to the chapter 	all goals, objectives and tasks leading up to and through the fundraising event. 


b) Vice-Chairperson whom is tasked with understanding the duties and responsibilities of the 	chairperson. Additionally, the vice chairperson leads the committee’s efforts to recruit and retain 	new volunteers and members to help ensure the future of the chapter and is in charge of all 	social media outlets. 


c) Treasurer whom is responsible for the chapter’s financial record keeping. With help from the 	Student 	Advisor and possibly an adult volunteer from the local affiliate DU chapter, the treasurer will 	manage the chapter checking account and assist with the creation and completion of financial 	reports. 


d)Sponsor/Donation Chairperson whom will lead the committee’s underwriting and donation 	solicitation campaign. This position is of the utmost importance as an effective sponsorship 	campaign can have an immensely positive impact on the financial success of the fundraising 	event. 


e) Secretary/Ticket Chairperson whom is responsible for managing the attendance of the fundraising 	event. In addition, the secretary is charged with keeping meeting minutes and addressing the 	status of the committee in regard to weekly, monthly and yearly objectives. 





Section II. Elections shall be held at the last regular meeting after each banquet, a quorum must be 	present and a simple majority vote will win; elected appointed officers shall assume 	responsibility at the following meeting. The position of President shall be elected from the four 	Vice Presidents. Terms will last for one year (until the next banquet). If a position becomes 	available the President shall appoint a new committee member to the open position. 





Article V. Meetings 


Section I. Committee meetings shall take place on the first Tuesday of each month. Chapter meetings 	shall take place 3 times a semester and the time and location will be decided by the President. 


Section II. A quorum shall consist of 50 percent plus one of the standing officers and must be present to 	conduct official business. 





Article VI. Amendments and Revisions 


Section I. This constitution may be amended at any time by a two-thirds vote of the standing 	committee, subject to the approval of the Director of Student Activities and the DU Regional 	Director. 


Section II This constitution must be reviewed every year and resubmitted to the Student Activities 	Office. 


Article VI. Finances 


Section I. Dues shall be determined per academic year and will be collected from all members of this 	organization. 


Section II. All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank 	account established for this organization at the appropriate university designated financial 	institution. All funds must be deposited within the university specified time period. 


Article VII. Discrimination


This organization and its members shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for reasons of age, 	color, disability, gender identity or expression, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual 	orientation, or veteran status.
