Article I  


Section 1: 

Neuroscience Education for Urban and Rural Outreach (NEURO) an affiliate of the Society 
for Neuroscience Central Ohio Chapter
Section 2: 

It is NEURO’s mission to 

1.  Use neuroscience research to promote the understanding of scientific discovery and inquiry 

2.  Advance knowledge of the brain and nervous system

3.  Provide accessible educational opportunities to the general public
Section 3: 


It is the policy of NEURO and its members that discrimination against any individual(s) for 
reasons of age, color, creed, handicap, national origin, religion, sex, sexual orientation or veteran 
status will not be tolerated. 

Article II
Section 1: Membership
Membership in NEURO is limited to individuals who possess an interest in neuroscience and a desire to promote neuroscience literacy.  The Executive Committee will review the status of each member as needed and may remove any member for inactivity or inappropriate behavior.  To become a member in good standing, individuals are required to pay membership dues (amounts will be determined by the Executive Committee).  
Section 2: Voting Status 


All members in good standing who are currently enrolled as students of The Ohio State 
University shall be granted voting status.  Members, who are not enrolled as students, will not 
have voting privileges and shall be considered associates of NEURO.  

Article III


Section 1: Officers



A.  President 



Moderates all meetings and serves as spokesperson for all external and public matters.



B.  Treasurer



Oversees all financial matters related to the operation of NEURO and maintains an 


organized record of all account receivable and payable.


C.  Vice President 


Keeps and distributes a record of minutes from all NEURO meetings and documents all 
NEURO activities and its participants. 

D.  Committee Chairpersons - The President may establish ad hoc or standing committees as


needed.  Upon their formation, each committee will report to the general membership at 


all meetings. 


E.  Elections - Elections to one-year terms shall be held for all officers annually during the spring 

quarter.  Only voting members are eligible to hold office.  Individuals may only hold one 


elected position at a given time.  No term limits for any position shall be imposed.   

F. Officer removal/Impeachment - If any member of NEURO feels an officer is not 



fulfilling their duties they may call a meeting to discuss officer removal. At this meeting 



issues with the officer will be presented and the officer will be allowed the opportunity to 

defend their position. A vote will then take place and if a two-thirds majority is achieved 


the officer will be removed. The NEURO Advisor will preside over this meeting and 


have the power to veto officer removal if they feel there is undo discrimination against 


the officer for reasons of age, color, creed, handicap, national origin, religion, sex, sexual 


orientation or veteran 
status.
Article IV. 


Section 1: Advisor(s)

At all times, NEURO will maintain a minimum of one Faculty Advisor.  This position 


will be filled by a full-time member of the University faculty or the Administrative & 


Professional staff. Advisor will attend meetings and provide support as needed, but will 


not have voting privileges. A new advisor, in the case one is needed, will be named by

the current sitting advisor before transition. In the case that the advisor transitioning out

of the position is not available to name a replacement advisor, the executive board

members will nominate faculty, hold a vote, and ask the faculty advisor with majority

vote.
Article V. 


Section 1: Meetings



NEURO will hold meetings for its members as needed.  All meetings shall be called by
the President and information distributed through the NGP list-serv.  A quorum of half the voting membership, or all three officers and the faculty advisor, is required to enact
any new business. 

Section 2: Events



NEURO will hold events for the Columbus Metropolitan Libraries branches once a

month for the entire academic year. NEURO will add other events with the Center of 

Science and Industry (COSI) and public-school systems as available. 


Section 3: Events with minors



Events with minors, online or otherwise, need to be registered with the university through



The appropriate measures. Adult students that will engage with minors will need to

complete online training and registration as necessary, per each event with minors. 

Article VI. 

Section1: Amending the Constitution


Amendments to the constitution shall be submitted in writing to the general membership, 


proposed during a general meeting for purposes of discussion and tabled until the next 


scheduled meeting. At that time, the amendment shall be read at least once for purposes 


of discussion prior to a call for question.  All amendments require a three-quarters 


affirmative vote among the voting membership to be ratified. 

Article VII. 


Section 1: Dissolution of NEURO

Should events arise that necessitate the dissolution of NEURO, a general meeting shall be called by the President.  The details of the situation will be presented to the membership and a vote of the elected officers called. If all three officers and the faculty advisor affirm 
the dissolution it shall proceed.  The Treasurer and faculty advisor shall oversee the payment of any outstanding debts, the resolution of any standing contracts, and the transfer of all organizational assets to the Central Ohio Chapter of the Society for Neuroscience.
