Motorcycle Club at The Ohio State University Constitution
Article 1: Purpose

Motorcycle Club at The Ohio State University (MCOSU) aims to form a group of college-aged motorcycle enthusiasts, provide the opportunity for our members to ride together, raise awareness of two wheeled vehicles in the area, and promote safe and responsible riding.

Non-Discrimination Policy:

This organization and its members shall not discriminate on the basis of age, ancestry, color, disability, gender identity or expression, genetic information, HIV/AIDS status, military status, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, protected veteran status or any other basis in accordance with the guidelines.

Article 2: Membership

Membership is limited to current students at The Ohio State University. There is no application process besides contacting MCOSU’s leaders through the provided email: motorcycleosu@buckeyemail.osu.edu and expressing interest in joining MCOSU. It is encouraged, but not required, for members to have access to a two-wheeled vehicle (motorcycle, moped, etc.) when joining the club. MCOSU aims to make riding accessible for all students.

Article 3: Leadership

The club will have a president, vice president, treasurer, and advisor. The president, vice president, and treasurer will be elected every fall semester by the voting membership via secret ballot. The four leaders (to include advisor) will make up the Executive Committee unless a separate Executive Committee is proposed and established by the voting membership via secret ballot. These four will guide the general direction of the club but will be open to proposals and ideas from the membership. They will attempt to divide up responsibility among the (volunteering) membership in allocating resources outside the university and have specified members update the Executive Committee on the status of a given task. Although there are four official leadership positions, additional unofficial positions may be created by the Executive Committee to facilitate club needs.

Article 4: Advisors

The advisor will be appointed by a majority agreement between the president, vice president, and treasurer.  The advisor will be a full-time member of the University faculty or Administrative & Professional staff. The advisor will serve as long as they are employed by The Ohio State University unless they surrender their post to a person of their choice. The advisor will have the power to deny the induction of incoming leaders in order to vet the quality of incoming leadership.
Article 5: Meetings and Voting
At least one meeting will be required per semester (except summer) in which new proposals will be made and the voting membership will vote, by show of hands, on the most important goal and focus of the club for that time period. Required meetings and voting will be conducted with as much participation as possible. In order for this to occur, every member on the roster will be notified, either by the phone or email they provided on the roster or the MCOSU GroupMe, no later than one week before the meeting. There will not be a minimum number of required members to hold a vote. If a regular meeting time is established and a topic requires a vote, members must be notified according to notification procedures above. However, the majority of topics should parallel the overall goal or focus for the semester.
Article 6: Recall
A member could face possible revocation if they do not abide by all rules and regulations of this constitution, or if said person violates local, state, or federal law that puts the integrity of the club at risk. Otherwise, they will be a member for the duration of their education at The Ohio State University, or until they decide that they want to leave the club.

A leader could face possible revocation if said person violates one of the club goals or regulations, or if said person violates local, state, or federal law that puts the integrity of the club at risk. In this case, a club hearing of the executive members will be held, and a vote will take place to determine the leadership position status of said person.
Article 7: Technology
The club will work with university administrators to maintain a university website and roster. The club will also maintain a non-university site and roster to protect the unity of the club and contact information in the event the club is dissolved by the university. MCOSU will communicate primarily through GroupMe, but also utilize text messaging as needed.
Article 8: Amendments

Amendments to the constitution must be made with a two thirds vote of all members. The proposal will be sent to the voters via email no later than one week before the intended voting date and voters will have one week after the voting date to submit their vote verbally or by email.
