Constitution 
Article l - Name, Purpose, and Non-Discrimination Policy of the Organization. 
Section 1: 
Name:  Student Research Group of the OSU College of Dentistry
Section 2: 
Purpose: 
The Student Research Group of the OSU College of Dentistry (hereafter referred to as SRG) is devoted to furthering the quality and quantity of representation of the College's and the University's research on a local, regional, national, and international scale.  SRG seeks to meet the needs of its members through active representation to the faculty and the College. SRG will facilitate scientific advancement through organizing expert guest lectures and recruiting new student researchers. Additionally, SRG will train its members through regular meetings on the subjects of abstract writing, poster presentation, scientific communication. This network of student researchers is a vital part of maintaining quality dental research at the Ohio State University.

Section 3: 
Non-Discrimination Policy:
This organization does not discriminate on the basis of age, ancestry, color, disability, gender identity or expression, genetic information, HIV/AIDS status, military status, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, protected veteran status, or any other bases under the law, in its activities, programs, admission, and employment. 
Article II - Membership: Qualifications and categories of membership. 
Voting membership will consist of any registered student involved in research with a College of Dentistry, or other university department faculty member.

Article III – Member Dismissal


Section 1: 
Officer Dismissal
If an officer conducts themselves in such a manner deemed detrimental to advancing the purpose of this organization, is delinquent in performing their officer duties, or is in violation of the OSU Student Code of Conduct, they can be removed through a majority vote of the voting membership or unanimous vote of the other officers, with the consultation of the advisor.

Section 2: 
General Member Dismissal

If a member conducts themselves in such a manner deemed detrimental to advancing the purpose of this organization or is in violation of the OSU Student Code of Conduct, they can be removed through a majority vote of the other voting membership or unanimous vote of the officers, with the consultation of the advisor.
Article IV - Organization Leadership: Titles, terms of office, type of selection, and duties of the leaders. 

Organization leaders represent the Executive Committee and general membership and are elected or appointed from the ranks of the organization’s voting membership. Elections will be conducted every spring semester by a popular vote among all members in good standing. Elected leaders are in office for one year.

Section 1:
President  
Presides over meetings and ensures the constitution is followed.  The president is also responsible for a smooth transition to new leaders as well as overseeing election proceedings.  President has signature authority on checkbook. Is required to attend annual Ohio Student Union President training. 

Section 2:
Vice President 

Presides in absence of President and serves as Editor-in-chief of the SRG Annual Newsletter. 
Section 3:
Secretary 

Takes meeting minutes and sends group emails regularly. Will assist the Vice President in the preparation of the SRG Annual Newsletter 
Section 4:
Treasurer
Oversees financial concerns of the group, including annual budgeting, and keeps the checkbook balanced.  Also, has signature authority on checkbook.  Is required to attend annual Ohio Student Union Treasurer training. .
Article V – Adviser(s) or Advisory Board: Qualification Criteria. 
Advisers of student organizations must be full-time members of the University faculty.  The SRG advisor ensures that group leaders fulfill their responsibilities and are honest with financial dealings of the group.
Article VI – Meetings of the Organization: Required meetings and their frequency. 
One required general meeting each quarter except for summer.  Usually there is a summer activity for the group.
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
