CONSTITUTION OF THE OHIO STATE UNIVERSITY BUCKEYE DAIRY CLUB

STUDENT BRANCH OF THE AMERICAN DAIRYSCIENCEASSOCIATION

(PRODUCTION SECTION)

ARTICLE 1 - NAME

Section 1:  The name of this organization shall be the Ohio State Buckeye Dairy Club, member of the American Dairy Science Association, Student Affiliate Division.

ARTICLE 2 - OBJECT

Section 1:  The object of this organization shall be:

1.  To promote and stimulate cooperation and friendship between members of the club, the faculty, and active men and women in their respective fields of the dairy industry.

2.  To provide an opportunity for men and women of allied interests to convey their knowledge and experience to the Club and to provide a means whereby the students of their respective fields may meet socially.

3.  To create and stimulate a close unity and professional understanding between students who share an interest in the dairy industry.

ARTICLE 3 - MEMBERSHIP

Section 1:  Rights of membership shall be open to all undergraduate and graduate students studying Dairy or Animal Science and any OSU student having an interest in the dairy industry.

Section 2:  Associate membership without voting privileges shall be open to all faculty, administration, and staff members of the Department of Animal Sciences and similar members of departments closely related to the dairy industry.

Section 3:  An individual eligible for active membership under the provisions of Article 3, Section 1 shall automatically become a member upon payment of dues and attendance of at least four club meetings per semester.
Section 4:  Every person, on becoming a member shall assume an obligation to accept this Constitution and the Bylaws thereon based.

Section 5:  Yearly and semester dues will be set each Autumn Semester at the discretion of the Executive Committee.

Section 6:  Active members shall be suspended until current and delinquent dues of the respective school year are paid.

Section 7: This organization and its members shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for reasons of age, color, disability, gender identity or expression, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, or veteran status.
Section 8: If a member engages in behavior that is detrimental to advancing the purpose of this organization, violates the organization’s constitution or by-laws, or violates the Code of Student Conduct, university policy, or federal, state or local law, the member may be removed through a majority vote of the officers in consultation with the organization’s advisor.
ARTICLE 4 - OFFICERS AND FACULTY ADVISORS

Section 1:  The officers of this organization shall be a President, First Vice President, Second Vice President, Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, Treasurer, and CFAES Representative.
Section 2:  There shall be at least two, but no more than four, co-advisors with at least one advisor serving during consecutive years to provide community with the programs of the club. Advisors shall be faculty or staff members of the Ohio State University, eligible for associate membership under the provisions of Article 3, Section 2.
Section 3:  The officers of the Club shall constitute the Executive Committee.  At least one Executive Committee meeting shall be held before each club meeting and the President or First Vice President may call more meetings if they so desire.  All meetings of the executive committee must be announced two days in advance.  A member of the executive committee may send a substitute if they are unable to attend an executive committee meeting.  If a member misses two consecutive meetings without adequate excuse, this person will be replaced temporarily by the President until a special election can be held.  Reports of all executive committee meetings will be submitted to the Recording Secretary.

Section 4:  The President shall preside at regular meetings.  This person shall enforce the Constitution and Bylaws.  This person shall have the right to call executive meetings.  This person shall have the deciding vote in case of a tie, except in elections. This person shall be governed by Article 10, Paragraph 58 of Robert's Rules of Order Revised not to conflict with the Constitution and Bylaws.

Section 5:  The First Vice President shall preside at meetings in the absence of the President.  This person shall act as parliamentarian at each meeting and should review committee reports.  This person shall also have the right to call executive meetings if so desired.  This person shall develop an agenda for the next meeting.

Section 6:  The Second Vice President shall promote and stimulate cooperation and friendship between members of the club and faculty in a professional manner.  This person shall coordinate all club activities and other Agricultural College events throughout the calendar year.  This person shall serve as Program Chair.

Section 7:  The Recording Secretary shall keep all records and minutes of the Club and of the executive committee.  Upon notice from the Treasurer of payment of dues, this person shall present a correct copy of the Constitution and Bylaws to each member who has not previously received a copy.  This person shall check the financial balance of the committee reports with the Treasurer.  This person shall be governed by Article 10, Paragraph 59, 60, and 62 of Robert's Rules of Order Revised not to conflict with the Constitution and Bylaws.

Section 8:  The Corresponding Secretary shall be responsible for all committee reports,  and issue committee sheet reports to the committee chairpersons.  This person shall compile the National ADSA Report and be responsible for correspondence of the club.  This person shall be governed by Article 10, Paragraph 59, 60, and 62 of Robert's Rules of Order Revised not to conflict with the Constitution and Bylaws.

Section 9:  The Treasurer shall keep all financial records of the Club.  This person shall collect all money due to the organization giving receipts thereof and shall disburse funds subject to the approval of the organization.  This person shall render a statement of financial condition of the organization during club meetings and prepare an annual budget report at the beginning and end of each school year.  This person shall also Co-Chair the Farm Science Review Committee.

Section 10: The CFAES Representative shall publicize all meetings and activities of the College.  This person shall report on these events through the departmental newsletter and the club’s electronic mail system.  This person shall be the link between the club and local, state, and national news agencies.  This person shall also chair the Public Relations Committee.
Section 11: The organization may declare any of its offices vacant by a quorum vote as in Article 6, Section 1.  Absence during the summer quarter shall not be grounds for such action.

Section 12: In case of a vacancy the office shall be filled by election from the floor of the Club.

Section 13: An officer can be chair of any major or standing committee.

ARTICLE 5 - ELECTIONS

Section 1:  The President, First Vice President, Second Vice President, Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, Treasurer, and CFAES Representative shall be elected for a term of one year.

Section 2: Candidates shall have been active members of the organization prior to the semester of election.  Candidates for President and First Vice President shall be Juniors or Seniors during tenure of office.  The President shall be ineligible for re-election.

Section 3:  Two candidates for each office shall be nominated by a committee of not more than four members, appointed by the President, and the Faculty Advisors, or open nominations can be taken during a club meeting for which an announcement at least two weeks prior about the elections has occurred.  No two members of this committee shall be affiliated with the same Fraternity.

Section 4:  The nominations made by the committee described in Section 3 shall be presented to the organization at least one meeting prior to the meeting at which elections are held.
Section 5:  Election of officers shall be held right before spring recess during the Spring Semester in order to provide a transitional period between outgoing and incoming officers before the end of the school year.
Section 6:  To be eligible to vote in elections a member must be present two meetings prior to elections that semester and they must be an active member of the Club, Article 3, Section 3.

Section 7:  Election of each office shall be held individually in the following order:  (1) President; (2) First Vice President; (3) Second Vice President; (4) Recording Secretary; (5) Corresponding Secretary; (6) Treasurer; and (7) CFAES Representative.  Further nominations not to exceed a total of two for each office may be made from the floor without petitions prior to the election of each office.
Section 8:  Officers shall be elected by a majority vote of those members present.

Section 9:  Newly elected officers shall take office the first meeting during Spring Semester following spring recess.
Section 10: If an officer is not functioning properly, majority vote for removal shall be conducted among the executive committee and under advisement of advisors and co-advisors.

Section 10: The Co-Chairs of the Farm Science Review, Promotion Committee, Buckeye Classic, and Buckeye Dairy Show shall be elected during Spring Quarter for a one year term.  Candidates shall have the qualifications of officers as stated in Article 5, Section 2.  Candidates shall submit petitions to the First Vice President prior to elections.  They shall be elected by a plurality vote.

 ARTICLE 6 - GOVERNMENT

Section 1:  A quorum shall be at least 25% of the members in good standing.

Section 2:  Only members in good standing according to Article 3, Section 3, may vote.

Section 3:  A member must be present to vote.

Section 4:  When possible, Club meetings shall be held on alternate Thursdays of each month during Autumn and Spring Semesters.  Actual meeting times and dates shall be set up at the discretion of the Executive Committee.
Section 5:  This organization shall be governed by the Rules of Order (part 1) and the Organization and Conduct of Business (part 2) of Robert's Rules of Order Revised not to conflict with the Constitution and Bylaws.

Section 6:  All resolutions presented for expenditures of money must be in writing and signed by the members offering them; and shall be referred to the executive committee for approval.

Section 7:  The following shall be the Order of Proceedings:

(1)  Opening

(2)  Roll call

(3)  Reading and adopting of minutes

(4)  Reports of officers

(5)  Reading of correspondence

(6)  Reports of committees

(7)  Unfinished business

(8)  New business

(9)  Election or installation of officers

(10)  Speakers

(11)  Announcements

(12) Comments by Advisors

(13)  Adjournment

Section 8:  The executive committee of the club shall submit to the Recording Secretary for announcement at the club meeting following their selections, a cabinet consisting of the following committee chairpersons: ADSA/Spring Trip, Buckeye Royal, Community Service, Farm Science Review, Buckeye Classic, Scarlet and Gray Ag Day, Yearbook, and any standing committees deemed necessary by the executive committee.  Each committee should consist of not less than four members, including the chairperson.
Section 9: If the committees are not functioning properly, the President shall appoint a replacement for the committee chair.
Section 10: The committee chairperson shall be a non-voting members of the executive committee and shall be required to attend executive committee meetings by request of the President or First Vice President.

ARTICLE 7 - CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

Section 1:  This Constitution may be amended by a three-fourths vote of the members present at any two successive regular meetings of the club.

Section2: Proposed amendments must be presented in writing or print and action thereon can be taken not sooner than the following regular meeting.

ARTICLE 8 - BYLAWS

Section 1:  The Bylaws shall be laws of current application enacted by the organization based on, and subordinate to, the Constitution.

Section 2:  The Bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds vote of those present at any Club meeting.

ARTICLE 9 – STATEMENT OF NONDISCRIMINATION

Section 1: All student organizations desiring to benefit from active, registered student organization status with Ohio State University must include in their constitution a non-discrimination policy statement that accords with and is at least as broad as the University’s Non-Discrimination policy statement. The University’s non-discrimination statement outlined in the Affirmative Action, Equal Employment Opportunity & NonDiscrimination/Harassment 1.10 (https://hr.osu.edu/public/documents/policy/policy110.pdf) is as follows:
