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The Ohio State University Chapter Constitution
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Article One – Name and Purpose

SECTION 1 - Name: The organization shall be known as “American Society of Consultant Pharmacists Student Chapter at The Ohio State University”. It shall be an official branch of the American Society of Consultant Pharmacists (hereafter referred to as ASCP), and shall operate in compliance with the Constitution and Bylaws of ASCP. 

SECTION 2 – Purpose: To provide a forum for pharmacy students to be able to become well-informed about pharmacists' roles in providing care to older adults and institutionalized individuals and to make available the opportunity to serve older adults in the community.
Article Two – Objectives 
The principal objectives of The Ohio State University Chapter shall be the objectives of ASCP delineated in the Constitution and Bylaws; and further, to foster and promote those objectives in a manner consistent with policies and procedures established by the ASCP Board of Directors. The Ohio State University Chapter may promulgate or promote any policy or principle in the name of ASCP, which does not conflict with any of their policies and principles.   

Article Three – Membership and Non-discrimination Policy
SECTION 1. Active members shall be students enrolled in the Doctor of Pharmacy Program at The Ohio State University College of Pharmacy.  Advisory members shall be members of the University teaching faculty or staff who are active members of ASCP.  All persons holding membership in The Ohio State University Chapter meeting the qualifications for membership established by the Bylaws and paying dues established by the Bylaws shall be members of the organization.  The voting membership of this organization shall be open to all The Ohio State University chapter student members.

SECTION 2. The rights of the members are to:  Attend all meetings and events of The Ohio State University Chapter, vote on all matters submitted to a vote of the membership including officer elections and proposed changes in The Ohio State University Chapter, voting by proxy not to be permitted; and hold office in The Ohio State University Chapter. 
SECTION 3 – Non-discrimination Policy: This organization does not discriminate on the basis of age, ancestry, color, disability, gender identity or expression, genetic information, HIV/AIDS status, military status, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, protected veteran status, or any other bases under the law, in its

activities, programs, admission, and employment.
Article Four – Dues 
The Ohio State University Chapter Executive Board shall prescribe the annual dues and method of payment for new and renewable dues annually. 

Article Five – Meetings 
SECTION 1. The Ohio State University Chapter shall have general membership meetings at least monthly during the College of Pharmacy school year.

SECTION 2. There shall be a meeting of The Ohio State University Chapter designated each year to install officers.  

Article Six – Officer Duties

SECTION 1: The officers of the American Society of Consultant Pharmacists Student Chapter shall be responsible for guaranteeing open nomination in the conduct of the election of new officers. These officers shall assist the President in coordinating the activities of the Executive Committee, as well as various other committees. 

SECTION 2: The duties of the President shall be: 

· To preside over all meetings and oversee all Committee Chairpersons, Liaisons, and Representatives. 

· To oversee that the President-Elect has complete understanding of American Society of Consultant Pharmacists Chapter at The Ohio State University Constitution and Bylaws prior to their installation as President. 

· To oversee the duties of the Vice President, President-Elect, Treasurer, Treasurer-Elect, Meeting Coordinator, and Public Relations Officer. 

· To maintain close contact and communication with the other members of the Executive Committee and the chapter advisor(s) on a regular basis. 

· To inform the membership and chapter advisor(s) of all actions taken. 

SECTION 3: The duties of the Vice President shall be: 

· To exercise the duties of the President in his/her absence. 

· To organize community service activities, such as Medicare Part D programming, Vial of Life Project and Brown Bag Events, and the GenerationRx Collaborative.

· To assist with programming when necessary and/or requested.

SECTION 4: The duties of the President-Elect shall be 

· To assist the President whenever necessary. 

· To have a complete understanding of The Ohio State University ASCP Constitution and Bylaws prior to his/her installation as President. 

· To serve as Chairperson for annual Community Health Service events.
· To pass the knowledge and all materials associated with the planning and organization of the Community Health Service events on to the incoming President-Elect of the following year.

SECTION 5: The duties of the Treasurer shall be: 

· To serve as the Chairperson of the Fundraising Committee, he/she will be responsible for the completion of the projects thereof. 

· To keep a record of all funds of the chapter, giving his/her books to be audited at the close of each fiscal year. 

· To record all cash receipts and disbursements from all chapter activities. This involves maintaining a balanced checkbook and entering all information in a transaction ledger. 
SECTION 6: The duties of the Treasurer-Elect shall be:

· To assist the Treasurer whenever necessary.

· To have a complete understanding of The Ohio State University ASCP banking and record keeping processes prior to his/her installation as Treasurer

· To coordinate any food, snack, or drink to be served at all meetings, and provide reimbursement for all purchases associated
SECTION 7: The duties of the Meeting Coordinator shall be: 

· To work with the Executive Committee to determine meeting schedules during their term of office. 

· To set up all meeting speakers.

· To act as the liaison between guest speakers and the chapter. 
SECTION 8: The duties of the Public Relations Officer shall be: 

· To serve as the Secretary and as the Historian as well as acting as the Chair of the Social Committee. He/She will be responsible for the completion of the projects thereof. 

SECTION 9: The duties of the Secretary shall be: 

· To submit meeting dates as well as post signs announcing all meetings.

· To keep a record of all meeting minutes. 

· To send Thank You Letters/ Emails to our Speakers and Industry Representatives. 

· To post a copy of the meeting minutes in on the OSU ASCP Website within 7 days of the meeting. 
Article Seven – Elections and Removal Procedure
· Elections of officers will be held at the conclusion of each academic year. Paper ballots will be used to elect each officer. 

· In the case of a vacancy in the office of President, the Vice President shall succeed to the office of President, serving the balance of the year. 

· In case of a vacancy in the office of Vice President, President Elect, Treasurer, Meeting Coordinator, or Public Relations Officer, the vacancy shall be filled by the organization from among its members in an election by secret ballot and majority vote.
· Officers and members may be removed from their position by a majority vote of the other officers. 
· Officers will not be removed based on race, sex, color, gender identity or expression, national origin, religion, age, political views, veteran status, sexual orientation, or disability.
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
