CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I

SECTION 1-
The name of this organization shall be Jews on Campus.
SECTION 2-
The purpose of this group is to reach out to students in residence halls and primarily first-year students by introducing them to Jewish life - cultural, spiritual, educational, and social - at OSU. We plan social outings into Columbus and focus on working with RAs and residence halls to provide exciting, innovative activities on community service, social action, current events, and more.
SECTION 3-
Statement of nondiscrimination prohibiting discrimination on the basis of age, ancestry, color, disability, gender identity or expression, genetic information, HIV/AIDS status, military status, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, protected veteran status or any other basis in accordance with these guidelines. 
ARTICLE II

Membership-
Membership shall be open to those wishing to uphold the purpose of the organization.  Voting membership shall be limited to currently enrolled Ohio State students.  All other members shall be termed as “associate” members.

Member Removal - When a member does not uphold the expectations of the group, the members of the executive leadership in consultation with their advisor may vote to remove them from the organization.  If approved, the member will be immediately removed from the organization.
ARTICLE III

Leadership-
Three student executives shall be elected each September by the members of the group The leadership of Jews on Campus shall consist of no less than a president (Co-presidents are acceptable with the understanding that there will be constant communication between the two officers), Treasurer, and a secretary.

Leadership Removal - In the event that an officer does not uphold their responsibilities, the remaining member of the executive leadership in consultation with their advisor may vote to remove them from office. A replacement officer will be appointed by the executive team. 


PRESIDENT

The president of Jews on Campus shall be responsible for maintaining and motivating the group’s activities.  The president shall call the meetings to order and preside over them.


TREASURER  

The Treasurer shall be responsible for all of the funding that the group receives as well as how it is used and applying for grants. The Treasurer must stay aware of deadlines and continuously scout for funding opportunities for the group. 

VICE PRESIDENT

The VP should be helping the president and leading the group to success. 

Officers apply for their position and are chosen by the Hillel staff and outgoing leaders.
ARTICLE IV

Advisor-
The advisor shall serve as a resource to the 
Jews on Campus by offering comments when he/she feels necessary.  The advisor shall always act in the best interest of the group.

ARTICLE V

Meetings-
Meetings will take place at least once per week at a time that works best for the leaders and members of the group. (If one time cannot suit all members the group can be divided into sub-groups to manage two meeting time availabilities).
ARTICLE VI

Amendments:
Proposed amendments to this Constitution shall be submitted in writing to an officer or advisor.  The proposed amendment shall be discussed at the next meeting and cannot be voted upon until this discussion occurs.  A 2/3 majority must be reached for the amendment to pass.

ARTICLE VII

In the event that the Jews on Campus no longer is able to function fiscally or can no longer train and assist students in leadership opportunities, the organization will cease to function.
